Spirit Ridge Policies
Start & Finish Times
The resort will make every effort to ensure your events starts on time, however if you have extensive set-up you may want to 
book the venue for the day before to ensure you are able to complete your set-up in a timely manner, for indoor venue spaces 
your rental begins at 9 am (unless otherwise specified), for ceremonies your venue will be available one hour prior to ceremony 
time. The resort will require you to adhere to your ending time and clearing of the venue should take place the same day unless 
otherwise approved in writing by the resort.

Catering
As a full service catering venue all food and beverage must be purchased through the in-house catering team and all liquor must 
be purchased through the venue, wedding cakes may be brought-in for an outside supplier. Please note that you must get the 
approval in writing for any outside food prior to the execution of your wedding. Proceeding with your wedding will involve the 
preparation of a Banquet Event Order (BEO). The BEO will confirm all details of timings and food service between the wedding 
party and the catering team, couples will work directly with the resort’s Event Coordinator in preparing a complete BEO that will 
be due to the resort no later than 15 days prior to the wedding. The BEO will be used for calculating subsequent deposits. The final 
signed copy of the BEO will be due no less than 15 days prior to the resort, any changes after this time will result in additional fees.

Alcohol
Liquor licensing on all venue spaces at Spirit Ridge and NK’MIP Resort ends at midnight, all bar service will conclude at this time 
with last call at 11:45 pm allowing a maximum of two ounces of spirits or two glasses of beer or wine to any patrons.

The premises at Spirit Ridge are licensed to Talon’s Restaurant by the Province of British Columbia; as such the policies are subject 
to change in conjunction with changes in legislation. All alcohol must be purchased through Talon’s Restaurant. Any outside 
alcohol will be confiscated and will result in a fine of $250 for each occurrence; repeated offenses could result in the service to 
the event being stopped. If permitted at the time of your event by current legislation corkage on wine will be permitted, only 
commercially produced wine will be permitted under corkage and must be approved in writing on the final copy of the BEO.

Contingency Plan
For outdoor ceremonies and receptions the resort is not responsible for change of venue in cases of bad/inclement weather. We 
will be happy to discuss options but there is no guarantee that another venue will be available on the day. It is advisable you have 
a contingency plan in place by booking an additional venue space.



Spirit Ridge Policies
Noise By-Law
Spirit Ridge Vineyard Resort & Spa requires a quiet time of 10:00 pm for the enjoyment of all guests on resort, after this time the 
resort reserves the right to request that the volume be kept down at the party, should the resort repeatedly request that the 
volume be turned down and the group fail to comply this could result in the closure of the function and levy fines of $250 per 
incident for excessive noise complaints.

It is imperative that your guests be conscientious about their conduct and noise levels while at any of the outdoor venue 
and when departing your event. Please note that the party must conclude by 12:30 am and is not to continue outside of the 
designated reception venue. Spirit Ridge Vineyard Resort & Spa will not tolerate after parties in any part of the resort, failure to 
comply with noise by-laws after hours can result in fines of $500 per incident and possible eviction from the resort.

Payment Schedule
Having reviewed the venue spaces and being ready to move forward we ask that you contact the resort’s Event Coordinator to 
confirm availability and start your contract. At the signing of your contract a deposit is due based on your estimated guest list, all 
deposits once paid become non-refundable as part of your date being secured and the resort moving forward with preparations 
in good faith.

Spirit Ridge is required by law to collect SOCAN and Re:Sound licensing fees when music is played at any event whether or not the 
event includes dancing. These fees will automatically be added to your wedding based on the number of guests in attendance.

As Spirit Ridge is a licensed venue, all music played must be licensed under applicable copyright acts. Your DJ should have an 
AVLA DJ License and be able to show this if requested. If you are providing your own playlist you are required to obtain a Single 
Event DJ License from AVLA for $50 plus taxes the application form can be found at www.avla.ca under disc jockeys.

Clean-Up & Storage
Please be aware that Spirit Ridge Vineyard Resort & Spa and the catering team at Talon’s Restaurant accept no responsibility 
for décor items; it is the responsibility of the wedding party to ensure that all items are properly stored and removed from the 
venue. Any items of importance should be removed prior to the conclusion of your event; items left in the banquet venue may be 
removed to a designated area for the catering team to properly clear the function space. These items need to be picked up prior 
to 9 am on the day following the event (any items not taken by this time may be considered as disposable). There are no storage 
facilities available at the venue spaces for your décor items.  If you require cold storage for your wedding cake please provide us 
with the approximate dimensions and time of delivery to be noted on your banquet order so that appropriate arrangements can 
be made with the culinary team.

Group Suites Block
At the time of contract a group block will be established for guests of the wedding. Weddings under 64 guests will have a block of 
15 suites; weddings over 65 guests will have a block of 20 suites. Group blocks will be established for any type of suite in the hotel 
and it will be up to guests to decide which suite type is best suited to their needs and budget at the time of booking. The resort 
will look at increasing the block as required until the release date six weeks prior to the wedding. Should you wish to continue 
to hold rooms after the group block release a credit card and deposit will be required for each suite and must be cancelled two 
weeks prior to the day of the wedding to avoid any penalty.

Group Room Rates
At the time of contract discounted rates will be set-up for you to extend to your guests. These discounted wedding rates will 
require a minimum 2 night stay and the block will be established for the night before the wedding and the night of the wedding. 
Guests will have the option of staying up to three days before this and three days after and still take advantage of this discount. 
Guests will be required to clearly identify themselves as guests of the wedding (promotional code required), provide a credit card 
when booking the room, and pay the deposit as outlined by the reservation agent. Guests will be held to the same cancellation 
policies as all other resort guests as well as check-in and check-out times of 4 pm check-in and 11 am check-out. We strongly 
suggest you encourage your guests to arrive the day before the wedding as the resort will not guarantee check-in prior to 4pm.  
All guests will be required to pay their own charges unless specified by the couple; any rooms being paid by the wedding couple 
will be calculated into the deposit schedule and must be booked directly with the resort’s Event Coordinator.
