New Business-
· Westside Spring Cleaning
· The goal: Recruit neighbors to help clean up the neighborhood on April 13 as part of the Spartans Global Day of Service. Volunteers can choose which street(s) they want to work on, or be assigned streets if they have no preference. Each group will have a “street captain” who will pick up supplies at Letts Community Center at 9:30 a.m. The groups will gather at their designated meeting spots at 10 a.m. and start cleaning up trash from the streets, boulevards and yards. When each group is finished with their territory, the volunteers can join other groups or head home.

· Board member are asked to help recruit volunteers.

· A Facebook event has been created. Unfortunately, it’s only open to WNA FB group members. Does anyone know how to change that setting or get around it? The event also is registered with the MSU Day of Service website.

· The library at Letts is on hold for WNA for the morning of the event. We can distribute supplies from there to the volunteers.

· Final trash disposal is still up in the air. The city can’t pick it up (I already asked). We may be able to use the dumpster at Letts. We may have to ask volunteers to dispose of trash in their own weekly trash bins. I’ll work on ironing out the details as soon as I can.

· I have a request in to Home Depot to see if they will donate materials (i.e., trash bags, yard bags).

· Should we do a thank-you event for the volunteers afterward at Letts? Mike has offered to buy pizza.

· Will likely need a budget to pay for supplies.

· NOTE: This could be a good opportunity to sell tickets to the Fiesta at the pick-up site or during the pizza party (if we have one).
