a. prohibited form using the divine name to invoke blessing or cursing

a. no cussing, cursing

1. no blaspheming or speaking falsely

2. no lying

3. no defiling, swearing, abusing

4. make fun of, with levity, profaneness

5. using God’s name by rote, verbal expression “vain reputations”

6. thoughtlessly

b. One “I am”

a. To say “I am” sick, afraid, poor, ignorant is to take God’s name in vain

b. I am that I am:  absolute self-existence of God

c. He alone truly exists

d. I cause to be what is:  the only Cause and Creator
NAME: in Scripture

a. not just a label of identification, it is an expression of the essential nature of its bearer

b. a man’s character

c. to know the name of God is to know God as He has revealed himself. The full disclosure of God’s nature and character:  

d. nothing exists unless it has a name

e. the manifestation of God in the O.T. is refereed to

a. by his angel

b. his Face

c. his glory

d. his name:  most comprehensive and significant

e. implies complete divine self = disclosure of His nature

Nature:  character, identity, essence,

1. essential qualities which constitute what the thing is

2. identity
