AMSTERDAM - One of the most charming cities in all of
Europe, Amsterdam has a character all its own. Take a
boat ride on the city’s infricate canal system while
admiring the quaint elegance of the 17th and 18th
century houses. Visit the home of the intrepid Anne Frank
or take in the works of Vincent van Gogh or the renowned
Dutch Masters. Then get away from the city on a bike ride
through the polders, the land famously reclaimed from the
sea by Dutch ingenuity. And
discover the meaning of
"gezelligheid” or coziness to the
max.

LONDON - Many Americans have the feeling of coming home when they
discover this land that is the mother country to many of our ancestors.
Buckingham Palace, the Tower of London and the Tower Bridge, Westminster
