Lesson 15

Assurance of Salvation

As a result of doing this lesson the student will understand God’s eternal love for all people and know that they know, that they know, that they are one of His.  Nothing can separate you from the love of God.

Comment
Mazel Tov!  You have made the best decision of your life by saying, “Yes” to the Savior Y’shua.  You have been born again to a living hope and now you are wondering what comes next.  We are going to try through this series of lessons to incorporate you into a large body of information and to an even larger body of people who already believe like you do.  There are many resources available to you that will help you to unwrap all the issues that have arisen and will arise.  One of those resources is this discipleship program that will take you through a series of theological and experiential questions and answers that will make you ask some tough questions and try to answer them for you and along with you at the same time.  I hope you will take the time to read all of these comments and look up all the Biblical references because in the Bible you will find great strength and support.  I know that the Bible is a big book and that there is a tremendous amount of information that may be confusing and overwhelming at times.  Don’t worry about knowing it all in the beginning; you will learn. Think of this image: you bought a new item at the store and you have returned home. Now you are reading the owner’s manual and discovering all the things that the owner wants you to know.  When the manufacturer's handbook comes with a new product to you, it is always adviseable to read through the whole book before you think of yourself as an expert on that machine or product. So take your time; you're no expert-- you are a learner.

Some questions may seem easier than others, so try it. This may even be fun.  

Reading
As a beginning, we recommend that you read John 1.  Here is a method of labelling that they use to help us know the “address” of certain Biblical references.  The number after the name indicates the chapter.  If there were a particular verse, then it would follow the chapter marker such as 1:7, 2:14.  By merely putting one numeral after the name, they mean the whole chapter to be read.  John was not only a disciple of Y’shua, but he was also an author of several books in the newer testament.  When stated alone, “John” means the “Gospel according to St. John,” which is the fourth book of the newer testament.  After reading the whole chapter answer the following questions.

1) The Word which was God, later became flesh and dwelt among us.  Who is it that John is referencing?

2) There was a man who was a testifier or witness about this Word- who-became-flesh.  What was that man’s name?

3) According to verses 10 & 11, Jesus came to which group of people when he came to earth?

4) What was their reaction to his message?

5) There is a distinction drawn between those Jewish people who did not receive the Lord and those Jewish people who did.  What does the Bible say of those people who did accept Jesus as their Savior? (verse 12)

Reading 

The student should read John 5:16-29 and answer the following questions:

6) According to verse 19 what does the Son do?

7) Why does the Father show the Son everything, i.e. what verb describes their     relationship? (verse 20)

8) To whom does the Son give life?

9) Who has eternal life? (verse 24)

10) Will that person have to worry about judgment or eternal death or separation from God forever?

Opinion Question
Does that describe you? Will you have to worry about eternal death?

Comment

The sentence “Jesus loves me, this I know for the Bible tells me so,” had little relevance to most of us as we grew up as Jews, but now as a believer in and follower of Jesus, it might be the most significant sentence ever uttered.  Because God loves you, you are loved.  He doesn’t love you because you can work for him or you have been so good lately, but simply due to his own nature.  He is self-consistent.  

Reading


The student should read John 10 and answer the following questions:

11) What Jewish holiday takes place in winter in Jerusalem called the “Feast of Dedication?”

12) Did Jesus keep them in suspense or did he tell them plainly that he was the Messiah?

13)  As a result of their faith in him, what would God give them?

14) Is eternal life removable, i.e. can someone take it away from you?

15) Can you be removed from the loving hands of Y’shua?

Reading
The student should read Romans 8 and answer the following questions:

16) Verse one tells us that people who walk according to the Spirit will not experience something. What is it?

17. The Law could not do something, weak as it was through the flesh, but God did something by sending his own son. What was it? (verse 3)

18. We do not receive the spirit of bondage or fear. Rather we receive another spirit. Describe it.

19.  The spirit helps us with our weaknesses. How?

Opinion Question
If God be for us, who can be against us?

20. What can separate us from the love of God?
