
Lesson 17- 
Obedience

As a result of doing this lesson, the student will understand God’s desire for obedience and rejoice in the provision of God’s faith by which we obey him.

Comment
[bookmark: _GoBack]We Jewish believers often feel guilty because we may not do enough by way of Jewish rituals or carry over that guilt when we think about obedience to Christian standards.  Perhaps we don’t even know the simplest or the grandest of Jewish laws. Many believers want us to comply with the rules of the 10 Commandments, while we know that there are 613 in the record of Tenach.  For how many are we responsible?  What happens to us if we disobey knowingly?  Is there such a thing as ignorance of the Law as an excuse?

Reading
The student will read 1 Samuel 15 and answer the following questions.

1. The Prophet Samuel addresses his statements to whom?


2. What is Saul's governmental position in Israel?


3. What did God want the king to do with Amalek?


4. What marked the conclusion of the war between the king and Amalek?


5. Who or what did the king spare?


6. What was Samuel’s response to the sound of the sheep and the oxen?


7. What was God’s main concern (found in verse 19)?


Opinion Questions
Do we try to negotiate with God when He has asked us to do certain things?



Are you satisfied with 90% obedience?



8. The prophet Samuel compares disobedience and rebellion to some very serious evils.  List them.





9. Who does the king blame for his disobedience?

10. As a result of Saul's disobedience, what did God take from him?


Reading
The student will read Luke 5:1-11 and answer the following questions.

11.  Into whose boat did Jesus step?


12. Who were his partners in the fishing industry?


13. As a result of the encounter with the Lord at this fishing expedition, what did they do upon arrival at shore?


Opinion Question
What do you think it might have cost them to leave their family and friends for the sake of Y'shua?



14. Even though the disciples were fishermen by trade and Jesus was a carpenter by trade, what act demonstrated their obedience to him?


Reading
The student will read 1 Corinthians 10 and answer the following questions.

15. A model is given of the Jewish people in the wilderness. It is a demonstration of some of our sins as we left Egypt on Passover and came towards the Promised Land. There are several sins mentioned in this chapter. Name two.
16. Paul writes that these things "happened to them as an example and they were written for our instruction" (v.11) indicating that we should do something with the information in this chapter. What should we do?



17. Will we be tempted beyond what we are able to endure?


Comment
The bottom line is that we as Jewish believers are going to obey the Lord as a direct result of our relationship to Him.  Obedience is not secondary to relationship, but it is a function of it.  The way we understand God is the way we will treat other people. For instance, as we understand God's love and forgiveness, we will be loving and forgiving in proportion. Someone treats us a certain way and we treat others in that same way that we have been treated.  By seeing Jesus, the Perfect Obedient One, and by knowing Him, then we will treat others well and be obedient to God's will in each situation. What we see, we will do.
