Common Council Meeting Minutes

Monday, February 3, 2014

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Joshua Price.

The February 3, 2014 meeting of the Algoma Common Council was called to order in the Council Chambers at 6:00 PM by Mayor Wayne Schmidt.

Present at roll call: Alders Beyer, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Taylor, Kevin Schmidt, and Wiese.    Absence excused at roll call: Barlow.

It was noted that the meeting is in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made to approve the agenda for the meeting by Charles and seconded by Beyer.    Motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the January 6, 2014 Common Council meeting by Dachelet and seconded by Schmidt.    Motion passed.
A motion was made by Dart and seconded by Taylor to approve the payment of the monthly bills and credit cards.    The motion included approval for the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer’s travel to the Government Finance Officers meeting in December 2013 in Manitowoc.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye, and 1 absent.
A motion was made by Dart and seconded by Beyer to deny the January 28, 2014 Notice of Claim and Claim for Recovery of Unlawful Taxes filed by the Door County Memorial Hospital.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye, and 1 absent.

A motion was made by Taylor and seconded by Beyer to table the extension of a contract for Foth Engineering relating to Algoma Harbor Master Plan until Foth provides more background information on recent work completed, along with a scope of future work to be undertaken.    Motion passed.
The Mayor, by unanimous consent, laid the Revision of City of Algoma Municipal Fee Schedule on the table until the next meeting.
The Mayor, by unanimous consent, laid the Revisions to Employee Handbook adopted 11/04/2013 on the table until the next meeting.
A motion was made by Beyer and seconded by Taylor to continue to utilize the services of Mark Lentz as the public works director of the City of Algoma, WI on a part-time basis, at a base hourly rate of pay of $27.24 per hour, with the scope of duties as determined by the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer of the City of Algoma.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye, and 1 absent.

The City of Algoma Common Council voted at its December 3, 2013 meeting to approve an application for an operator’s license for Nicole Dufek.    A motion was made by Beyer and seconded by Dachelet to rescind this application for an operator’s license for Nicole Dufek.  Motion passed.  

A motion was made by Beyer and seconded by Schmidt to continue to amend the FY 2014 city of Algoma Operating budget to authorize (1) the transfer of $140,000 from the General Equipment and Replacement fund, account #100 00 11125-0000 000 to (2) the Wastewater Treatment Fund account #300 00 49900-0000 000 to (3) cover the cost of the Vactor Truck down payment.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye, and 1 absent.

A motion was made by Dart and seconded by Taylor to approve Resolution #691 relating to Retitling a Second Resolution 688 as Resolution 691.    Motion passed.    
A motion was made by Beyer and seconded by Charles to approve Resolution #693 relating to authorizing the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer to determine the number of election officials at all elections in the city of Algoma, Kewaunee County.    Motion passed.    
A motion was made by Taylor and seconded by Wiese to approve Resolution #694 relating to authorizing the lease / purchase of two (2) 2014 Dodge Charger Police Package black / white squad cars.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye, and 1 absent.

A motion was made by Beyer and seconded by Dachelet to approve Resolution 2014 – 695 relating to authorizing the lease / purchase of one (1) 2014 Pierce Manufacturing “pumper.”    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye, and 1 absent.

The Mayor, by unanimous consent, laid on the table until the next meeting Resolution #696 relating to entering into an intergovernmental agreement with the Town of Ahnapee for the joint lease / purchase of a fire truck.
The Mayor, by unanimous consent, laid on the table until the next meeting Resolution #697 relating to selecting a financial advisor for the city of Algoma and entering into an agreement for financial services.

A motion was made by Dart and seconded by Charles to approve Ordinance 776 relating to annexing territory at Olson Park that is owned by the City of Algoma and located in the Town of Ahnapee, Kewaunee County, Wisconsin.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye, and 1 absent.

The Mayor, by unanimous consent, laid the Olson Park Trailer Storage Regulations as recommend by the Parks Board on the table until the next meeting.

The following Committees reported on their activities as detailed in their committee minutes for the period: Finance & Personnel; Protection of Persons & Property; Marina; Park & Rec.; Public Works; Plan Commission; Community Development Committee; Tourism & Promotion; Cable; Cemetery; Library; Medical Board; Utility Commission.    A motion was made to receive the committee reports by Charles, and seconded by Schmidt.    The motion passed.

Mayor Schmidt issued a proclamation supporting Migratory Bird Day in Algoma.
