Finance and Personnel Committee Minutes
Wednesday, June 18, 2014

Meeting was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 8:30 AM.
Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Beyer, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Kevin Schmidt, Taylor, and Wiese.
It was noted that the meeting is in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made by Charles, and seconded by Beyer, to approve the agenda for the meeting. Motion
passed.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2014 Finance and Personnel meeting by Dart,
and seconded by Beyer. Motion passed.

Barlow, moved, with a second by Beyer, to approve submitted bills. Motion passed.

Several persons addressed the Finance and Personnel Committee in support of the City approving a
contract with Arrow Head Strategies to have this firm lobby the State of Wisconsin for Harbor Grants at a
cost to the City of $40,000. Those appearing in support of this proposal included: Bret Cook at N5275

Carrie Lynn Avenue, in Algoma; Matthew Solchenberger, at N8119 County Road H in Luxemburg; and Brian
Wiesner, 1308 Perry St. in Algoma.

The Administrator — Clerk — Treasurer gave a brief update to the committee about: (1) Algoma Landfill and
U.S. E.P.A. Five Year Review, and (2) State of Wisconsin DOT 2010-2011 LRIP grant commitment.

There was no old business.

Moved by Beyer, and second by Taylor, to further explore entering into a contract with Arrow Head
Strategies to have this firm lobby the State of Wisconsin for Harbor Grants at a cost to the City of $40,000.
Motion passed.

Moved by Dart, and second by Beyer, to have the City of Algoma send a letter to the federal government
expressing the City’s interest in receiving the Algoma Lighthouse. Motion passed.

Mayor Schmidt spoke briefly to the City about health insurance parameters and the 2015 city budget.

Moved by Schmidt, and seconded by Beyer, to convene in closed session pursuant to Wisconsin Statute
19.85(1) (c) considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any
public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility, and
regarding planning for performance evaluation of city administrator.  The roll was called and all members
voted aye.

Moved by Taylor, and second by Schmidt, to reconvene into open session pursuant to WI Statute 19.85(2).
The roll was called and all members voted aye.
