Common Council Meeting Minutes

Monday, July 7, 2014
The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Payton Panger, a student at St. Mary’s Catholic School.
The July 7, 2014 meeting of the Algoma Common Council was called to order at 6:00 PM by Mayor Wayne Schmidt in the Council Chambers.

Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Beyer, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Kevin Schmidt, Taylor, and Wiese.    

It was noted that the meeting is in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made Beyer, and seconded by Wiese, to approve the agenda for the meeting as amended.    Motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the: June 2, 2014 regular meeting, June 18, 2014 special meeting, and the June 26, 2014 special meeting of the Common Council by Charles, and seconded by Beyer.    Motion passed.
Mayor Wayne Schmidt read a Proclamation setting July 22, 2014, as “Algoma’s 10th Annual Night Out” providing a unique opportunity for Algoma citizens to join their neighbors in promoting cooperative, police-community crime prevention efforts.    Police Officer Craig Kohlbeck also addressed the council regarding the Algoma Night Out program.

Officer Kolbeck and Officer John Allen addressed the council about their attendance at the recent national Law Enforcement Memorial Event in Washington, D.C.

The following individuals appeared before the council to express their support for Ordinance Amendment #777 relating to prohibiting the spreading, spraying or storage of liquid manure in the city of Algoma, Wisconsin: Dick Swanson, of 710 3rd St., along with Cathy Pabich, and John Pabich of 305 Fremont St.    Randy Ebert of 6939 Highway D expressed some concerns about Ordinance Amendment #777.
A motion was made by Charles, and seconded by Schmidt, to approve the payment of the monthly bills and credit cards.    Alderman Taylor asked to also have two additional bills paid as part of the motion, for K & D Greenhouse in the amount of $279.69, for flowers at the marina.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye.
A motion was made by Charles, and seconded by Schmidt, to approve Ordinance Amendment #777 relating to prohibiting the spreading, spraying or storage of liquid manure in the city of Algoma, Wisconsin after it was given a second and final reading.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye.
Action on Resolution #696 relating to entering into an intergovernmental agreement with the Town of Ahnapee for the joint lease / purchase of a fire truck was postponed until the next meeting.

Schmidt moved, seconded by Dart, to approve a Temporary Class “B”/”Class B” Retailer’s license for:

1. Community Improvement of Algoma Main Street Program at Legion Park for Shanty Days (License valid between 8/8-10/14), and

2. Community Improvement of Algoma Main Street Program at Legion Park for Wet Whistle Wine Fest (License valid between 9/12-13/14).

Motion passed.

Motion passed.

Beyer moved, seconded by Charles to: (1) set the pay at $9.00 per hour for a new Department of Public Works limited term seasonal worker, and (2) to approve the selection and hiring of Jarrett Seidl as the Public Works limited term seasonal worker for the City of Algoma, WI.    Motion passed.

Dart moved, seconded by Taylor, to: (1) set the pay at $9.00 per hour for new limited term seasonal Marina service worker positions in the Department of Public Works, and (2) to approve the selection and hiring of Taylor Schmidt and Aaron Truckey as limited term seasonal Marina service workers in the Department of Public Works for the City of Algoma, WI.    Motion passed.

Taylor moved, seconded by Wiese, to approve the Mayor’s Appointment of Sara Olejniczak to the Parks Board for the City of Algoma, WI to succeed Joann Schneider, for a term lasting until April of 2016.    Motion passed.

Dart  moved, seconded by Beyer, to confirm the Mayor’s appointment of Aldermen Barlow, Taylor, and Administrator Wiswell to a committee to begin negotiating a 2015 Contract with the Algoma Police Department Employees Union.    Motion passed.
A first reading was given to Ordinance Amendment #778 relating to prohibiting Grasses and Weeds that exceed 6” in height, rather than 12” as currently state in the ordinances.
The following Committees reported on their activities as detailed in their committee minutes for the period: Finance & Personnel; Protection of Persons & Property; Marina; Park & Rec.; Public Works; Plan Commission; Community Development Committee; Tourism & Promotion; Cable; Cemetery; Library; Medical Board; Tree Committee; Utility Commission; Board of Appeals; and Board of Review.    A motion was made to receive the committee reports by Beyer, and seconded by Taylor.    The motion passed.

The Mayor gave a brief update to the council about a recommendation from the PPP Committee to send a letter to the Kewaunee County Administrator expressing disappointment with the county communications system used by Algoma’s Fire and Rescue Personnel.

The Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer gave a brief update to the council about: (1) Algoma Community Code Enforcement Effort, and (2) Army Corp of Engineers Sedimentation Study.

A motion was made to adjourn at 7:44 PM by Alder Beyer, and seconded by Alder Charles.   The motion carried, and the council stood adjourned until August 4, 2014 at 6:00 PM.
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
