Common Council Meeting Minutes

Thursday, December 29, 2014

The December 29, 2014 special year end meeting of the Algoma Common Council was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 8:30 AM in the Council Chambers.

Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Beyer, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Kevin Schmidt, Taylor, and Wiese.    

It was noted that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made Beyer, and seconded by Charles, to approve the agenda for the meeting as amended.    Motion passed. 

A motion was made by Dachelet, and seconded by Wiese, to approve the payment of the monthly bills and credit cards.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye.    
Beyer moved, and Taylor seconded, the approval of Resolution No. 721 relating to ratifying the proposed 2015-2016 collective bargaining agreement between the City of Algoma and the Algoma Police Department Employees.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye.    

A motion was made by Beyer, and seconded by Taylor, to approve a motion affirming that Guy Frennette has successfully completed his six month probationary period as a Crew Leader with the City of Algoma, Department of Public Works.    Motion passed.

Taylor moved, and Barlow seconded, the approval of a motion to approve the selection and hiring of Quinn Button as a part-time police officer for the City of Algoma, WI.    Motion passed.

A motion was made by Taylor, and seconded by Beyer, to contract with Priscilla Swoboda for winter registration and bookkeeping for the Marina at an annual amount of $600.00.    Motion passed.
Beyer moved, and Charles seconded, the approval of Resolution No. 722 relating to setting wages and salaries for certain City of Algoma employee positions.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye, except Barlow who voted no.    

A motion was made by Beyer, and seconded by Schmidt, to approve Resolution No. 723 relating to encumbrances of funds contained in the 2014 city budget.    The motion passed with all Alders present voting aye.    
Schmidt moved, and Wiese seconded, a motion to amend and balance at year end the 2014 budgeted revenues and expenditures for the general fund in the amount of $871,822.95 as defined in the attached line item detail.

Under the Mayor’s report, Mayor Schmidt expressed his concern about losing WFRV-TV, channel 5 located in Green Bay, Wisconsin from the Charter Cable line up.    Barlow moved, and Taylor seconded, to direct the Mayor to write a letter to Charter Cable expressing the Council’s concern about this matter.    Motion passed.

It was also noted by the Mayor that the Public Works Committee would meet in the near future to select candidates to interview for the vacant Public Works Service Worker position.

A motion was made to adjourn at 9:58 AM by Alder Schmidt, and seconded by Alder Wiese.   The motion carried, and the Council stood adjourned until Monday, January 12, 2015 at 6:00 PM.
