Finance and Personnel Committee Minutes

Thursday, December 18, 2014 AT 8:30 A.M.  

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 8:30 AM.

Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Beyer, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Taylor, and Wiese.    Absence excused at roll call: Kevin Schmidt.

It was noted that the meeting is in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made by Charles, and seconded by Wiese, to approve the agenda for the meeting.    Motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the November 20, 2014 Finance and Personnel meeting by Beyer, and seconded by Dachelet.    Motion passed.

Dart moved, with a second by Taylor, to approve the general bills and credit card payments as submitted.    The roll was called and all members voted aye, with Alder Schmidt absent.
A motion was made by Dart, and seconded by Taylor, to approve a request for Renee Fulwiler, Mitchel Groessl, Kelly Koss, Lynn Schiesser, and Jim Winters to attend the EMS convention and training session the last week of January; and a second request for Keith Romdenne to attend a DOT Vehicle Inspection at Fox Valley in January.    The roll was called and all members voted aye, with Alder Schmidt absent.

The Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer’s provided the Council  with an update on several items, including: (1) the sale of approximately $3,100,000 Water and Electric System Revenue Refunding Bonds by the City Of Algoma, Wisconsin, (2) a review of  encumbrances of departmental funds contained in the 2014 City Budget, (3) the Police Contract, and (4) on the Lighthouse application.

A motion was made by Beyer, and seconded by Charles, to approve a motion affirming that Guy Frennette has successfully completed his six month probationary period as a Crew Leader with the City of Algoma, Department of Public Works.    Motion passed.

A motion was made by Taylor, and seconded by Dart, to contract with Priscilla Swoboda for winter registration and bookkeeping for the Marina at an annual amount of $600.00.    Motion passed.

After a brief discussion, Barlow moved, and Dachelet  seconded, a motion stating that it is the sense of the Council that vacation time should be awarded upon an employee’s anniversary date.    The Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer also agreed to review the vacation carryover policy further with staff.
Dart moved, and Taylor  seconded, the approval of a motion to approve the selection and hiring of Quinn Button as a part-time police officer for the City of Algoma, WI.    Motion passed.

A motion was made by Beyer, and seconded by Taylor, to enter into closed session pursuant to: Wisconsin Statute 19.85(1) (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility, and regarding (1) 2015 compensation adjustments.    The roll was called and all members voted aye, with Alder Schmidt absent.

A motion was made by Beyer, and seconded by Taylor, to reconvene into open session pursuant to Wisconsin Statute 19.85(2).    No action was taken as a result of the closed session.    The roll was called and all members voted aye, with Alder Schmidt absent.

Taylor moved, seconded by Wiese, to adjourn the meeting at 9:45 a.m. and the Committee stood adjourned, until the next scheduled meeting of the Committee set for Wednesday, January 22, 2015 at 8:30 a.m. at City Hall.
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
