Finance and Personnel Committee Minutes

Thursday, February 19, 2015 at 8:30 A.M.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 8:30 AM.

Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Charles, Dart, Taylor, and Wiese.    Absence excused at roll call: Dachelet, and Kevin Schmidt.
It was noted that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made by Dart, and seconded by Wiese, to approve the agenda for the meeting.    Motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the January 22, 2015 Finance and Personnel meeting by Barlow, and seconded by Dart.    Motion passed.

A motion was made by Taylor, and seconded by Dart, to approve the general bills and credit card payments as submitted.    The roll was called and all five members voted aye.    Taylor moved, with a second by Wiese, to approve the Deputy Clerk – Treasurer’s attendance at the District VII meeting of the Wisconsin Municipal Clerks Association, on February 26, 2015 at Black Creek, WI.    Motion passed.
Alder Dachelet arrived about 8:49 AM.
The Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer provided the Committee with an update on several items, including: (1) the preparation of an RFP for roofing City Hall, and (2) the preparation of an RFP for assessment services.

The Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer provided the Committee with a copy of the Final Official Statement just received from Hutchinson Shockey Erley & Co for the sale of $3,100,000 Water and Electric System Revenue Refunding Bonds by the City Of Algoma, Wisconsin.
A motion was made by Dart, and seconded by Taylor, to recommend that the Council approve Resolution No. 728 – 2015 authorizing the lease-purchase of a John Deere 5085E Utility Tractor for the Department of Public Works.    Motion passed.

The Committee discussed the proposed City of Algoma Fee Schedule.    The City Code of Ordinances currently lists all references to specific fees charged.    These references in the Code of Ordinances will be amended to state that “the fees are contained in a seperate City of Algoma Fee Schedule,” one that will be periodically updated by Resolution.
Dart moved, with a second by Barlow, to recommend that the Council amend the 2015 Parks and Recreation Department Budget and the expenditures contained in the general fund in the amount of $500.00 by transferring $500.00 from the Capital Budget General Ledger account # 59-55200-8200 to the Operating Budget General Ledger account # 59-55200-7001.    Motion passed.

A motion was made by Barlow, and seconded by Taylor, to approve the process for the 2015 recruitment of two Limited Term Seasonal Marina Service Worker positions in the Department of Public Works for the City of Algoma, WI.    Motion passed.

The possibility of installing various electronic security measures at the Marina was discussed by the Committee.    It was the consensus of the Committee that the Marina Committee continue to study this matter.
The Committee discussed the status of the Friends of Algoma Foundation, and would like to receive more information on history and structure of the Foundation.
Upon discussing the U.W. Green Bay Internship Program, it was the consensus of the Committee that the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer, working with managers, review ways to participate in the program which is currently available at no cost to the City.

A motion was made by Barlow, and seconded by Taylor, to enter into closed session pursuant to: Wisconsin Statute 19.85(1) (e) Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session; and (g) Conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved, and regarding a wage issue.   The roll was called and all members voted aye.
A motion was made by Taylor, and seconded by Charles, to reconvene into open session pursuant to Wisconsin Statute 19.85(2).    The roll was called and all members voted aye.

Barlow moved, seconded by Dart, to adjourn the meeting at 10:19 a.m. and the Committee stood adjourned, until the next scheduled meeting of the Committee set for Thursday, March 19, 2015 at 8:30 a.m. at City Hall.
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
