Common Council Meeting Minutes

Monday, May 4, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.  
The May 4, 2015 regular meeting of the Algoma Common Council was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 6:00 PM in the Council Chambers.

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Lydiya Baier and Nikki Naze, 4th grade students at Algoma Elementary School.

Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Groessl, Mueller, Kevin Schmidt, and Wiese.    

It was noted that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting law.

Schmidt moved, seconded by Charles, to approve the agenda.    Motion passed.    

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the: April 6, 2015 regular meeting, April 15, 2015 special meeting, and April 21, 2015 organizational meeting of the Common Council by Barlow, and seconded by Dart.     Motion passed. 
Public Comment

Mayor Schmidt read a Proclamation setting the week of May 10th through May 16th, 2015 as Nursing Home Week in the City of Algoma to honor all citizens who reside at a skilled nursing or post-acute care center in the city, and calling upon all citizens of Algoma to join with him in raising awareness of the exceptional care that nursing homes provide to our elderly and disabled citizens.
Under the Public Comment part of the meeting, Jennifer Brown, Executive Director of the Kewaunee County Economic Development Corporation (KCEDC), addressed the Common Council to report on various KCEDC matters. 
John Sharp, 1508 Perry St. Algoma, WI appeared before the Common Council to invite the public to attend a benefit, honoring WWII veterans on the 70th anniversary of VE Day, to be held at St. Mary’s Church in Algoma on Friday May 8th at 6 PM.
George Gerlach, 254 Division St. Algoma, WI appeared before the Common Council to express his concerns about the zoning of property adjacent to his property. 
Consideration of Bills, Claims, and Conference Attendance:
A motion was made by Charles, and seconded by Schmidt, to approve the general bills and credit card payments as submitted.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    

A motion was made by Charles, and seconded by Dart, to approve the attendance by Fire Chief Tom Ackerman, AFD, at the WI Fire Chiefs Conference in Milwaukee, WI from June 25-28, 2015.    The motion passed.
Old Business
Up for consideration under old business, Ordinance No. 780, relating to landscape maintenance and creating section 12.09 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Algoma, Wisconsin, was read a second time.    Groessl moved, seconded by Dachelet, to approve Ordinance 780.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    

Ordinance No. 781, relating to the granting of licenses for intoxicating liquor and fermented malt beverages and creating section 9.01(4) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Algoma, Wisconsin, was read a second time.    Charles moved, seconded by Mueller, to approve Ordinance 781.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.      

Ordinance No. No. 782, relating to the granting of  provisional and temporary operator’s licenses for intoxicating liquor and fermented malt beverages and creating section 9.01(3) (g) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Algoma, Wisconsin, was read a second time.    Barlow moved, seconded by Dachelet, to approve Ordinance 782.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    
Ordinance No. 783, relating to adoption of comprehensive revision of zoning code and zoning map and repealing and recreating section 18.2 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Algoma, Wisconsin, was read a second time.    Dart moved, seconded by Schmidt, to approve Ordinance 783.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    
Ordinance No. 784 relating to the adoption of the 2015 City of Algoma Fee Schedule and creating section 3.11 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Algoma, Wisconsin, was read a second time.    Dachelet moved, seconded by Groessl, to approve Ordinance 784.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    
The Mayor, by unanimous consent, directed the Administrator to present the Finance and Personnel Committee, at its May 21st, 2015 meeting, with options for action on the Accommodation Tax for fiscal year 2015.
New Business
Dart moved, seconded by Barlow, to approve applications for a Temporary Class “B”/”Class B” Retailer’s license for:

· Algoma Fire & Rescue Association, Main Street Car Show, 400 Block of Third Street, Algoma, (License valid on May 16, 2015). 

A motion was made by Barlow, and seconded by Schmidt, to: (1) approve the selection and hiring of Terry Qualman and Larry Jorgenson as part-time seasonal limited term Cemetery Service Workers for the City of Algoma, WI, and (2) at a rate of $11.00 per hour.    Motion passed.

A motion was made by Dart, and seconded by Dachelet, to: (1) approve the selection and hiring of Abigail Anderson as a part-time 2015 seasonal limited term Marina Service Worker for the City of Algoma, WI, and (2) at a rate of $10.00 per hour.    Motion passed.

A motion was made by Dart, and seconded by Dachelet, to: (1) approve the selection and hiring of Taylor Schmidt and Lindsay Swoboda as part-time 2015 seasonal limited term Marina Service Workers for the City of Algoma, WI, and (2) at a rate of $9.25 per hour.    Motion passed.

A first reading was given to Ordinance No. 785 relating to the construction of fences in the City and amending section 15.02 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Algoma, Wisconsin.
Committee Reports
The following Committees reported on their activities as detailed in their committee minutes for the period: Finance & Personnel; Protection of Persons & Property; Marina; Park & Rec.; Public Works; Community Development Committee; Tourism & Promotion; Cable; Cemetery; Library; Medical Board; Tree Committee; and Utility Commission.    A motion was made to receive the committee reports by Schmidt, and seconded by Charles.   The motion passed.

Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer’s Report
Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer Wiswell gave a brief update to the Council about (1) working with Vierbicher Associates to complete the Algoma LMI Community Income Survey, and a public hearing on May 12th regarding the City’s application for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) – Planning funds for a Community Development Plan for the City of Algoma; (2) the Door-Kewaunee Legislative Days event he attended in Madison, between April 15-16, 2015.; (3) working with our auditors at Schenck SC to: (a) review the Draft 2014 City of Algoma F65 Financial Statements, and (b) complete the 2014 City of Algoma Schedule C Financial Statement and Annual Tax Increment Certification (PE-209) both for submission to the Wisconsin Department of Revenue; (4) the National Park Service (NPS) review panel officially recommending to its leadership that the City’s Pier Light application be accepted.; and (5) completing work with members of the USEPA Potentially Responsible Parties (PRP) Group relating to moving forward with securing a $550,000 letter of credit for long-term post closure care of the Algoma City Landfill.  

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Schmidt welcomed Mitchell Groessl, Janice Mueller, and Jacque Wiese as new members of the Common Council, and noted that the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer’s staff will conduct an orientation session for new members of the Common Council later in May.    The Mayor also appointed a CDC Citizen Participation Committee to review the Citizen Participation Plan (CPP) for the CDBG program for the City of Algoma, WI.    A motion was made by Schmidt and seconded by Charles, to: (1) to approve the appointment of a CDC Citizen Participation Committee to review the Citizen Participation Plan (CPP) for the CDBG program for the City of Algoma, WI., and (2) to include the following members: Bruce Charles, Chairman, Jacque Wiese, Bob Davis, Harold Nell, John Pabich, Dave Robertson, Russ Ritchie, Jodi Zimmerman, and one representative from the Algoma Chamber of Commerce, and Mitchell Groessl as a representative from the Algoma Main Street Program.    The motion passed.
A motion was made to adjourn at 7:36 PM by Alder Dart, and seconded by Alder Groessl.    The motion carried, and the Council stood adjourned until June 1, 2015 at 6:00 PM.
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
