Finance and Personnel Committee Minutes

Thursday, June 18, 2015   
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 8:30 A.M.  
Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Groessl, Mueller, Kevin Schmidt, and Wiese.     

It was noted that the meeting was in compliance

 with the open meeting law.

A motion was made by Schmidt, and seconded by Charles, to approve the agenda for the meeting.    Motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2015  Finance and Personnel meeting by Dachelet, and seconded by Wiese.    Motion passed.

A motion was made by Charles, and seconded by Dart, to approve the general bills and credit card payments as submitted.    The roll was called and all eight members present voted aye.    
Dart moved, with a second by Barlow, to recommend that the Common Council authorize the continuous active service for the following members of the City of Algoma Fire Department, as required by Section 5.06 of the Algoma Municipal Code of Ordinance: Lee Dachelet, Dean Daul, Rick Delveaux, Joe Feld, Mitchell Groessl, Todd Haltaufderheid, Dennis Harmann, Daniel Hill, Kelly Koss, Lynn Schiesser, Wayne Schmidt, Thomas Vandenack.    Motion passed, with Dachelet and Groessl abstaining.

The Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer provided the Committee with an update on several items.    First, he presented an over view of the sewer rate process.     John Mayer, Utility Rate Consultant, was asked to assist the city examine its current rate structure based on current and expected revenues and expenditures for the Utility.   This review is also based upon the fact that the DNR, working with the EPA, has taken another step to curb the phosphorus pollution that can fuel harmful algae, excessive plants and muddy water in many lakes and rivers. Changes to administrative rules aimed at cutting phosphorus coming from farms and industrial and municipal wastewater dischargers were adopted by the state Natural Resources Board in June 2010 and are now in effect.    When these rules are finally ready to be implemented around the state, the DNR will then issues discharge permits at the local level that will require costly physical plant upgrades at wastewater treatment plants around the state.    Second, The Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer presented a review of the Amplitel Block Hour Contract.
