The meeting was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 4:00 P.M.  
Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Groessl, Mueller, Kevin Schmidt, and Wiese.     
It was noted that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made by Mueller, and seconded by Charles, to approve the agenda for the meeting.    Motion passed.

No one appeared during Public Comment section of the meeting to address the Committee.

Under old business, the Administrator presented an update on rates and financing for a loan to cover past principal and interest expenses for Algoma WWTF.

Under new business, the Administrator presented the Committee with this overview of the City of Algoma FY 2016 combined Operating & Capital Budgets.

The following City Departments presented the Committee with an overview of their respective budgets: Police, Public Works, Fire and Rescue, Library and Parks and Recreation. 

Upon the conclusion of these presentations, the Administrator provided the Committee with an update on: (1) the City of Algoma’s 2015 cash flow projections; (2) reviewed a request by the Wastewater Treatment Facility for a DNR BIO-Solid Permit for Synagro; (3) and Rocktoberfest on Steele – street closure.    Schmidt moved, with a second by Dachelet, to authorize the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer to sign the request by the Wastewater Treatment Facility for a DNR BIO-Solid Permit for Synagro.    The motion carried.

Wiese moved, with a second by Dachelet, to go into closed session pursuant to: Wisconsin Statute 19.85(1) (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility, and regarding the compensation and benefit plan for employees.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    

Barlow moved, with a second by Schmidt, to reconvene into open session pursuant to Wisconsin statute 19.85(2).  The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    

Schmidt moved, with a second by Wiese, to recommend that the Common Council approve participation in the Wisconsin Public Employer Group Health Plan for 2016, also known as “It’s Your Choice; No Dental Coverage – P14” (IYC-P14) with an annual medical deductible of $500 per individual, and $1,000 per family.    The motion carried.
Schmidt moved, with a second by Wiese, to recommend that the Common Council approve setting the City’s FY 2016 maximum financial contribution to the IYC-P14 Wisconsin Public Employer Group Health Plan at $665.60 per individual, and $1,655.20 per family.    The motion carried.
Schmidt moved, with a second by Groessl, to adjourn the meeting at 7:41 PM and the Committee stood adjourned, until the next scheduled meeting of the Committee set for Thursday, October 22, 2015 at 8:30 a.m.  at City Hall.
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
