Common Council Meeting Minutes

Monday, October 5, 2015
The October 5, 2015 regular meeting of the Algoma Common Council was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 5:30 PM in the Council Chambers, and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Harmony DeJardin, a 4th grader at Wings of Eagles Christian Academy.

It was noted that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting law.    Dart, moved, seconded by Dachelet, to approve the agenda.    Motion passed.

Motion passed.    

A motion was made by Dart, and seconded by Barlow, to authorize the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer to sign the request by the Wastewater Treatment Facility for a DNR BIO-Solid Permit for Synagro.    Motion passed.    
Dart moved, seconded by Dachelet, to approve Resolution No. 743 authorizing the completion of the Wastewater Treatment Plant Facilities Plan by Strand Associates.    Motion passed.    
A motion was made by Groessl, and seconded by Mueller, to approve Resolution No. 744 amending the 2015 Budget for the City of Algoma, Wisconsin.    Motion passed.    

Dart moved, seconded by Wiese, Resolution No. 745 – A resolution relating to the City of Algoma, WI continuing as a participant in the Wisconsin Public Employers Group Health Insurance Program for the 2016 plan year.    Motion passed.    
Dart moved, seconded by Wiese, to refer to the next Finance and Personnel Committee meeting a Motion to: (1) to approve the selection and hiring of Terri Decur as part-time seasonal limited term Office Assistant in the Office of the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer for the City of Algoma, WI. and (2) at a pay rate of $8.00 per hour.    Motion passed.

Administrator Wiswell reported to the Council about: (1) 2015 cash flow projections for the City of Algoma Treasury and the City of Algoma Medical Center Treasury; (2) Revenue Bond rates and financing for renovations at the City of Algoma Medical Center; (3) rates and financing for a Taxable Sewer System Revenue Bond Anticipation Note; (4) the City’s sewer rate setting process; (5) an overview of revenues and expenditures in the 2016 City of Algoma Operating Budget; (6) an update on the Wisconsin Department of Administration CDBG Public Facilities Grant and Planning Grant Implementation Training; and (7) an update on GrandStay Hotel Development.
