Finance and Personnel Committee Minutes

Thursday, October 22, 2015 at 8:30 A.M.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Schmidt.  
Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Dachelet, Dart, Groessl, Kevin Schmidt, and Wiese.    
Absence excused at roll call: Charles and Mueller.
It was noted that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made by Dachelet, and seconded by Dart, to approve the agenda for the meeting.    Motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the September 17, 2015  and September 22, 2015 Finance and Personnel meeting by Barlow, and seconded by Wiese.    Motion passed.


A motion was made by Barlow, and seconded by Dart, to approve as submitted all of the general bills and credit card payments, except those to Wiese Memorials and Burial Vault Co.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    

A motion was made by Barlow, and seconded by Dart, to approve the payment of a $800.00 bill submitted by Wiese Memorials and Burial Vault Co.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye, except Alder Wiese who abstained.    


No one appeared during Public Comment section of the meeting to address the Common Council.

Under Old Business, the Committee resumed its overview of revenues and expenditures in the City of Algoma 2016 Operating and Capital Budgets.    Based upon the current combined efforts of the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer and the Committee, the city-wide budget is officially  $62,796.73 out of balance.    After continuing to reduce this amount to bring the 2016 Operating Budget into balance the Committee then reviewed the Administrator’s original version of the City of Algoma 2016 Capital Budget.    Upon completing this review by consensus of the Committee, both the City of Algoma 2016 Operating and Capital Budgets will move on to the full Common Council, for a public hearing on Monday, November 2nd and eventual adoption.

Dart moved, and Schmidt seconded, a motion to recommend that the Common Council direct the City Administrator to prepare a Memorandum of Understanding between City of Algoma and the Algoma Long Term Care Center for repayment,  over the course of the next year, of funds  borrowed to Algoma Long Term Care Center in the amount of $125,000. 


Administrator Wiswell reported to the Finance and Personnel Committee about the 2015 cash flow projections for the City of Algoma Treasury.










Barlow, moved, and Dachelet seconded, a motion to go into closed session pursuant to: Wisconsin Statute 19.85(1) (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility, and regarding: (1) compensation and benefit plan for employees, (2) the selection and hiring of a part-time Police Officer, and (3) and the selection and hiring of a part-time seasonal limited term Office Assistant in the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer office.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    

Barlow, moved, and Schmidt seconded, a motion to reconvene into open session pursuant to Wisconsin statute 19.85(2).
Barlow moves, and Groessl seconds, to recommend that the Common Council:  (1) approve the selection and hiring of Jacob T. Jandrin as a part-time Police Officer for the City of Algoma, WI., and (2) at a pay rate of $15.00 per hour.

Wiese moved, with a second by Dachelet, to adjourn the meeting at 11:42 PM and the Committee stood adjourned, until the next scheduled meeting of the Committee set for Thursday, November 19, 2015 at 8:30 a.m. at City Hall.
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
