Common Council Meeting Minutes

Monday, November 2, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.

The November 2, 2015 regular meeting of the Algoma Common Council was called to order by Mayor Schmidt at 6:00 PM in the Council Chambers, and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Noah Lukes, a 6th grader at St. Mary’s School in Algoma.

Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Groessl, Mueller, Schmidt, and Wiese.    
It was noted that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting law.    Groessl, moved, seconded by Wiese, to approve the agenda.    Alderman Charles moved to amend the motion, seconded by Dart, to dispense with reading Committee Reports on file in the office of the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer.  Motion passed.   
A motion was made to approve the minutes of the Monday, October 5, 2015 regular meeting of the Common Council by Schmidt, and seconded by Groessl.    Motion passed. 

Public Hearing
Mayor Schmidt opened the public hearing on the proposed 2016 Operating Budget as scheduled by calling upon the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer to present an overview of revenues and expenditures in the budget as of this time.   Following this presentation the Mayor called upon those present and wishing to comment on the budget to step forward.    However no one appeared to comment on this matter, and the hearing was declared closed by the Mayor.
Public Comment

Alderman Barlow, appeared before the Council as a member of the Algoma Electric and Water Utility Commission, to brief Council members and the public on recent “Utility Scams that Can Catch Customers Off Guard.”
State Representative Joel Kitchens, appeared before the Council to speak about various matters currently being considered by the Legislature in Madison.
Consideration of Bills, Claims, and Conference Attendance:

A motion was made by Schmidt, and seconded by Dachelet, to approve as submitted all of the general bills and credit card payments.   The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    

Old Business

There was no old business.
New Business

Moving onto new business, Dart moved, seconded by Dachelet, to approve:

a. Consideration of applications for new operator’s license for:

· Joseph Dean Hackett, 711 Sunset Avenue, Algoma, for Pizza Bowl.

· Wendy Kaye Mabrey, 324 Steele Street, Algoma, for Steelhead Saloon. 

· Daniel Ray Magle, 902 Division Street, Algoma, for Steelhead Saloon. 
Motion passed.    

A motion was made by Dart, and seconded by Barlow, to: (1) approve the selection and hiring of Jacob Jandrin as a part-time Police Officer for the City of Algoma, WI, and (2) at a pay rate of $15.00 per hour.    Motion passed.    
Dart moved, seconded by Dachelet, to approve Resolution No.  746 – authorizing the acquisition of design services for the ultraviolet (UV) disinfection equipment replacement project at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.    Motion passed.    

Administrator Wiswell reported to the Council about rates and financing for a Taxable Sewer System Revenue Bond Anticipation Note.     A motion was made by Schmidt, and seconded by Groessl, to approve Resolution No. 747 – authorizing the issuance and sale of a $1,236,231 Taxable Sewer System Revenue Bond Anticipation Note.    The roll was called and all eight members present voted aye.
Resolution No. 748 – relating to setting the tax levy for the City of Algoma, Wisconsin and adopting the 2016 Operating and Capital Budgets was given a first reading by the Council.    Resolution No. 748 will be up for adoption later this month.

Ordinance Amendment No. 786 relating to adjusting the City of Algoma Wastewater Utility Rates as set out in Section 13.08(5) of the Municipal Code was given a first reading by the Council.    Administrator Wiswell provided a brief review of the City’s sewer rate setting process for the Council by pointing out that in October 2012 the City of Algoma retained the services of John A. Mayer, a professional utility rate analyst and utility rate consultant, to complete a comprehensive and quantitative wastewater utility rate study.    After several changes in operation and maintenance of the Wastewater Utility since that time, once again in mid-2015 the City of Algoma retained the services of John A. Mayer to complete a new comprehensive and quantitative wastewater utility rate study.    This study, completed and received by the City on October 20, 2015, illustrated a significant need to adjust rates to provide sufficient revenues to meet these changes in operation and maintenance.    Ordinance Amendment No. 786 will be up for final consideration later this month.

Barlow moved, seconded by Mueller, to direct the City Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer to send a letter to the Kewaunee County Board of Supervisors and County Administrator requesting full funding by Kewaunee County for the Algoma Public Library’s 2016 funding request.    Motion passed.    

Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer’s Report

Administrator Wiswell reported to the Council about: (1) 2015 cash flow projections for the City of Algoma Treasury and the City of Algoma Medical Center Treasury and (2) Revenue Bond rates and financing for renovations at the City of Algoma Medical Center.
Mayor’s Report

Mayor Schmidt encouraged City Department Heads and Managers to submit reports to the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer for inclusion in the next Wolf Report.
A motion was made to adjourn at 7:04 PM by Alder Schmidt, and seconded by Groessl.    The motion carried, and the Council stood adjourned until December 7, 2015 at 6:00 PM.
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
