Finance and Personnel Committee Minutes

Thursday, September 22, 2016
The meeting was called to order by Council President Schmidt at 11:00 A.M.  
Present at roll call: Alders Barlow, Charles, Dachelet, Dart, Groessl, Mueller, Schmidt, and Wiese.      

It was noted that the meeting was in compliance with the open meeting law.

A motion was made by Barlow, and seconded Mueller, to approve the agenda for the meeting.    Motion passed.

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the August 18, 2016 Finance and Personnel Committee meeting by Wiese, and seconded by Groessl.   Motion passed.

Consideration of Bills, Claims, and Conference Attendance:

A motion was made by Dachelet, and seconded by Dart, to approve as submitted all of the general bills and credit card payments, except to Wiese Memorials and Burial Vault Co.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.    

Mueller moved, seconded by Dart, to approve the payment of a bill submitted by Wiese Memorials and Burial Vault Co.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye, except Alder Wiese who abstained.    

Public Comment

No one appeared to speak before the Committee.

Old Business

The Finance and Personnel Committee, being greatly concerned about pedestrian safety, discussed the importance of constructing two sidewalks on the new Second Street Bridge Project, similar to the configuration of the existing bridge.    With a more clear understanding of the County Highway Committee’s position regarding financing for this project, a motion was made by Barlow, and seconded by Groessl, to direct the Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer to prepare a letter to be addressed to the Kewaunee County Administrator and all Kewaunee County supervisors expressing the City of Algoma’s willingness to set aside up to $8,000 toward the construction of two sidewalks on the new Second Street Bridge Project.
New Business

Moving on to new business, the Administrator reviewed the 2017 State of Wisconsin-local government IYC Local Deductible Health Plan rates and the City’s potential contribution, and recommended that the City be responsible for continuing to pay the premium for the lowest cost plan.    The committee was in general concurrence with the Administrator’s recommendation.

The Administrator then presented the Committee with an update on the status of the 2017 city budget process, based upon the “2017 Budget Submission Instructions” that he distributed to all department heads.    Once again, the Committee was in general consensus with this plan, and the projected timeline for related meetings including the September 29th budget workshop. 

Groessl moved, and Charles seconded a motion, to go into closed session pursuant to Wisconsin Statute 19.85(1) (c) Considering employment, promotion, and compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility, and regarding hiring a part time police officer.    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.   

A motion was made by Barlow, and seconded by Wiese, to reconvene into open session pursuant to Wisconsin statute 19.85(2).    The roll was called and all members present voted aye.   

Barlow  moved, and Wiese seconded, to direct the Administrator to extend an immediate offer of employment to Nicholas L. Helland to serve as a part-time sworn police officer for the City of Algoma.    The motion passed.

Reports
The Administrator – Clerk – Treasurer provided the Committee with an update on the status of the City of Algoma’s General Fund and positive 2016 cash flow projections.    Next, the Administrator updated the Committee on the status of the City of Algoma’s system of storm water pumps and the purchase of a new Storm Water Pump by using funds from the capital budget in an amount not to exceed $26,000.    

A motion was made to adjourn at 11:39 AM by Alder Groessl, and seconded by Charles.    The motion carried, and the Committee stood adjourned, until the next scheduled meeting of the Committee set for Thursday, September 29, 2016 at 8:30 a.m. at City Hall.
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
