MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Lopez reported on the following:

e April 16, 2019; had an Economic Development meeting at Village Hall, very
well attended, great enthusiasm.

o April 19, 2019; met with Alicia Keyes, the new State Economic
Development Cabinet Secretary, her staff, Carrie Wells and Amanda
Dobson, City of Albuguerque Film Director, collaboration for future
economic development and for a film policy for the Village.

¢ April 20, 2019; magnificent Easter Egg Hunt, 1500 attendees, incredible
day.

¢ April 30, 2019; Retirement party for long time Planning and Zoning
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employee, Marcy Bissell.

Grower’s Market; was a successful opening day with a count of 1,500 plus
attendees and had the second highest agriculture sales, behind the Santa
Fe market and outsold both Downtown and the Railyards.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Acting Administrator McDonough reported on the following:

Working on the budget proposal.

Met with David Hudson regarding the Lavender Festival and are working on
the handicap parking issues and will get that resolved. Also working on a
multi-year lease for Lavender, rather than year to year.

Working on the Agri-Nature Center and are planning on getting all the
improvements done before Farm Camp.

Storm water permit expires the end of this year, EPA does not have a new
permit writer. It is expected that we will not have a new permmit for a while,
but they will administratively extend the existing permit.

PLANNER’S REPORT
Planner Justice reported on the following:

The Village held the last of its series of public input meetings regarding the
Master Plan on April 26% on economic development.

A public input open house will be held on Saturday, June 29, from 9:00 am-
1:00 pm for those who want to review the plan and leave written comments.
A call for photographs for the Vision Magazine, deadline is June 30™.
Meeting with the Master Planning Committee every two weeks.

New Administrative Assistant, Jennifer Schilling, started April 26™.

Planner will be representing the Village on MRCOG transportation task
group.

The Home Occupation Permit that was remanded back to the Planning and
Zoning Commission at the March Board of Trustee meeting will be reheard
on May 14™.

LEGAL REPORT
Attorney Winter reported on the following:

Working on code related items.

Ironed out issues on the minutes and agendas.

Addressed an Open Meeting Act violation allegation.

Reviewing a lease agreement with the Unser Museum.

Making herself available every Monday morning to understand the Village
routine.

Trustee Lewis requested a few details regarding the Unser Museum.

Ms. Winter replied that there was a meeting set up with Mr. Perls and the Unser’s,
so she and the Mayor went down to meet with them. Still trying to understand the
words in the lease and how they apply, the Unser’s did indicate that they are still

PUBLIC SAFETY REPORT
Public Safety Liaison Radosevich reported on the following:

Meeting with the Sheriff's Office weekly.

Meeting with Fire Chief, Greg Perez on fire inspections. The Fire
Department did a great job with the Easter Egg hunt.

Dealing with some issues on 4™ and Ortega, the Sheriff's Department spent
some time slowing down traffic, there were 31 traffic stops.

Discussing special events permits and the need to come up with a policy so
that everybody follows the same rules.

Continued issues with fire inspections, based on the Ordinance the Board
of Trustees should pass a Resolution stating what the fire inspection fees
should be and the frequency of the inspection. Hoping to have something
for the June meeting to review.

FOURTH STREET PROJECT REPORT
Project Manager Rinaldi reported on the following:

Pleased to report that the project is on schedule.

For safety reasons, the on-street parking on the east side will continue to be
closed until the west side is complete.

Some concems are still being worked on by the design team.

Safety railing on the base curb on the property side where there is an 8"
drop.

Safety railing will be put up, have two designs and spoke to the property
owners and had them choose their design.

Westside demolition started on Monday the 8.

Rapid progression is being made on the westside.

Continuously monitoring and adjusting activity and traffic control
equipment.

Executed one change order from the last report for materials cost. The
cost was $13,788.00 and was fully executed Monday.

Original contract was $5,863,874.00 new items due to the westside
redesign of $192,000.00, change orders to date: $1,194,475.00, total cost
at this point $7,247.345.00.

Project ending date of September 24" added 276 days for a complete day
total of 533.

Trustee Homan asked a question regarding the railing and why we are offering
two different types of design rather than one that is consistent throughout.

Maria Rinaldi responded that they wanted to provide a safety railing that is also
conducive yet aesthetic to each individual business.
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AGRI-NATURE CENTER REPORT

Program Manager Whitney reported on the following:
David Hudson picking up 650 plants for Lavender.
Volunteer day on Saturday from 8-4pm, with lunch provided by Lavender in
the Village. Anticipate planting next Wednesday.
Had volunteers working today on prepping the field for lavender and hops.
The hop plants are from New Mexico.
We are working on a grant with Thomburg Foundation for strategic planning
and should hear back in three weeks.

e USA Fit Albuguerque scheduled a successful run on April 20th.

6. EINANCIAL BUSINESS
A. CASH REPORT-MARCH 2019

Treasurer Haines reported the ending cash balance March 31, 2019, is
$6,616,833.79, which is an increase of $160,591.67. Year to date deficiency of
revenues over expenditures of $565,575.34.
¢ Small Cities Assistance Grant; $390,275.80 that is $230,000.00 more than
our budget, and $258,572.00 more than the prior year.
e Total paid on the 4t Street Project $352,179.39

B. CASH REPORT-APRIL 2019

Treasurer Haines reported the ending cash balance April 30, 2019, is
$5,954,856.80, which is a decrease of $661,976.99. Year to date deficiency of
revenues over expenditures of $1,227.552.34.
¢ Quarterly payment to Bernalillo County in the amount of $113,300.00.
¢ Capital expenditures to Bradbury and Stamm for a total $728,279.67.
e Third and fourth quarter payments to Bernalillo County for fire protection,
$46,560.80.
¢ Received from the State $41,983.14 for capital improvements for fourth
street.

Trustee Lewis asked if it is normal paying the third and fourth quarter payment
distributions?

Tammy Silva, Accountant, responded that the payment for the third quarter came
in January, but the invoice didn’t get sent to us until the end of March. As soon as
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the fourth quarter payment came in, we had the invoice, so it was put into our fund.

Trustee Homan had a question regarding several different agencies that we are
using that are not located in the Village, we have providers that are in the Village,
wondering why we are not utilizing some of our own businesses.

Keen Heinzelman, Code Enforcement Officer, answered that we have used some
of the businesses in the Village, but some cannot provide the services that are
required. We try to use everyone we can in the Village, unfortunately, sometimes
we can’t, due to limited capabilities.

Mayor Lopez asked if there is a motion to approve the April Cash Report.

C. APPROVAL OF THE 2019-2020 INTERIM BUDGET

Treasurer Haines reported that this is the 2020 Interim Budget is for approval,
however, the final Budget will be presented in July.

¢ The projections are based on historical data.

¢ Overall revenues are projected at a 2% decrease.

Trustee Lewis commented that he thinks that these numbers are aggressive,
even though we are trying to be conservative.

Trustee Homan agreed with Trustee Lewis, primarily the municipal gross
receipts.

Treasurer Haines:
e General Fund expenditures are projected at an 11% increase from the
current year.
¢ Fluctuations in payroll due to tumover and unfulfilled positions, payroll
costs in comparison to the budget estimates are about a 5.7 % increase in
payroll expense which includes everything.

Mr. McDonough commented that there are a lot of moving pieces and we are
making some adjustments to job responsibilities.

Treasurer Haines:
o Capital projects, includes a $50,000.00 expenditure for the re-roofing of
the barn.
e Capital equipment and machinery is $93,605.00.
e Capital expenditures for 4™ Street is $2,205,000.00.
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Mayor Lopez indicated that we had received $900,000.00 from the Legislature
this year. Which will take care of some of the change orders for 4 Street.

Trustee Homan expressed her disappointment in not considering budgeting for a
pump truck.

Mr. McDonough replied that we utilize Southwest or Triple A and have been
successful using these contractors. Warehousing and maintaining a pump truck
is debatable. The water utility authority also has pump trucks that they tend to
loan out, | will check into that. We will keep in mind the need and see if
something comes available at surplus.

Trustee Lewis commented that the interim budget is unacceptable. | feel that
there were things put in place by Mr. Perls that maybe he wrote some checks
that we can’t cash. | think our revenue is excessive, even though we are trying to
be conservative, primarily in payroll. We need to be very cautious; | don’t think
that we can afford it.

Mayor Lopez stated that there has been significant turnover, and we cannot hire
top qualified people without paying them salaries equal to or greater than people
that were here before. The Administrator position is a perfect example.

Mr. McDonough indicated that adjustments have been made as people were
hired. If you take actual wages today and multiply it, it comes to $791,000.00,
instead of the $657,000.00 that is shown, the real increase is the 5.7%, and that
includes the Code Enforcement position, yet several new positions are reflected
in the budget. | don't disagree with your general philosophy that we need to be
cautious with salaries. In the efforts to re-organize, there have been some people
that have been given new responsibilities with some of those positions that we
need to compensate for as well.

Trustee Lewis stated that he doesn’t disagree, we have had the discussion of the
market and valuing our employees. Just want to caution everybody going in to
this last year and with 4% Street, preliminary budget showing a negative number
of $1.3.

Mayor Lopez explained that he asked Kelly Ward, former Administrator of the
Village, what the cash balance would be on June 2020, his answer was that it
would be $1.9 million. Our budget today is almost $2.1 million, so quite frankly he
knew then where we were going to be. We are going to be as efficient as we can,
but we have to do the job.

Trustee Lewis replied that he didn’t disagree.
Trustee Rael noted that we have to make sure that we can pay for it.
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Mayor Lopez stressed that we can.

¢ Ending cash balance in the general fund is $838,987.00.
e In summary, we show $3,379,760.00, deficiency of revenue over
expenditures which comes out to the $1.3 and ending cash balance is

$2,077,505.00.

7. PUBLIC HEARING AND APPLICATIONS FOR APPEAL
Mayor Lopez asked that all speaking stand to be sworn in.
Attorney Winter administered the swearing in.

A. LL 19-01 AREQUEST BY STEEL BENDER BREWYARD LLC, FOR A
WAIVER OF THE 300 FOOT DISTANCE REQUIREMENT FOR
PLACEMENT OF A SMALL BREWER LICENSE AT THE PROPERTY
LOCATED AT 8315 SECOND ST. NW AS THE BUILDING IS WITHIN 300
FEET OF A CHURCH/SCHOOL IN THE GATEWAY ZONE OF THE
FOURTH STREET COMMERCIAL CHARACTER AREA.

Planner Justice reported that this covers A., B, and C.

The property is located at 8315 Second Street NW, the point of sale estimated to
be 310 feet from the church/school property line, however the applicant is
requesting a waiver to avoid extensive efforts to survey and document the
estimated distance and to ensure compliance with Alcohol and Gaming
regulations. The proposed building will be only for manufacturing and
wholesaling for off premise consumption. The Department recommends
approval of a waiver of the 300-foot distance requirement from a church or
school for the sale of alcoholic beverages for Steel Bender Brewyard LLC located
in the Gateway District Zone, for any permissive or approved conditional uses
with the following findings; §9.2.13(E)(2)(n) of the 2013 Codified Ordinances of
Los Ranchos de Albuquerque lists wineries, breweries and distilleries, including
on-site consumption and sale of products, in accordance with State and Village
regulations as Conditional Uses in the Gateway District (GD) Zone.

The Village has previously verified with the New Mexico Regulation and
Licensing Department that approving the waiver prior to the application for a
liquor license is an acceptable approach to obtain the waiver.
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The Village approved a waiver of the 300-foot distance rule for a small brewer’s
license, a restaurant beer and wine license and a wholesale license for a small
brewery/restaurant at the property and the distance waiver and a winegrower
liquor license.

Trustee Rael asked why do you show a 300ft. distance requirement as the point
of sale and you also say the point of sale is approximately 310 ft.?

Planner Justice responded that it is estimated however, it has not been officially
surveyed so the applicant is requesting a waiver in lieu of getting the survey,
considering that the property has already had that waiver before and it's on the
same property.

Chris Chant, Steel Bender Brewery, 8355 Second Street;
e Thanked the Mayor and Board of Trustees for considering the Waivers.
e Continuing to do business, this is not on-site consumption, strictly on-site
production.

Trustee Homan asked what will you do with the current building production?

Chris Chant replied that they are keeping that production site for smaller test
patches and other stuff, brewing and cider making.

Mayor Lopez asked if there is a motion to approve the Waiver.

Planner Justice reported on items D., E., F. Liquor License, 19-02, A request by
Steel Bender Brewyard LLC for approval of a Small Brewer, a Winegrower, and a
Wholesaler Liquor License, in the Gateway District (GD) Zone of the Transit
District Character Area. The proposed building will be only for manufacturing and
wholesaling for off premise consumption. The request is for approval of the three
liquor licenses for the subject property in accordance with state laws and the
2013 Codified Ordinances of the Village of Los Ranchos §9.2.13.

The Department recommends approval of Small Brewer, Winegrower, and
Wholesaler Liquor Licenses for Steel Bender Brewyard LLC located in the
Gateway District (GD) Zone of the Transit District Character Area with the
following findings: the property is located in the Gateway District (GD) Zone of
the Transit District Character Area and breweries and wineries are allowable
uses in the Gateway District Zone with a Conditional Use Permit which has been
obtained in the past. The Village also approved a waiver of the 300-foot distance
rule for Small Brewer, Winegrowers, and Wholesaler Liquor Licenses
Applications for the property located at 8315 Second Street on May 8, 2019.

Trustee Homan asked to confirm if we provided the required notice and if we had
received any protest or objections?

Planner Justice replied yes, we public noticed the liquor licenses and waivers on
April 5 and the 19 of 2019 through the Albuquerque Journal, we also mailed all
neighbors within 400 feet of the property on April 3, 2019. There were no adverse
comments.

Chris Chant, Steel Bender Brewery, 8355 Second Street;
¢ Thanked the Mayor and Trustees for considering granting the Ilcenses
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Trustee Lewis questioned why the State makes you get three different licenses
even though it's one building?

Chris Chant replied, yes there are different licenses for brewing beer, wine and
distribution.

Trustee Lewis asked so they are making you get another one even though you
have one next door?

Chris Chant, said yes, the TTB will allow you to add addresses together but the
State will not.

Trustee Homan mentioned that for the original property there were meetings with
the surrounding residents and businesses and asked if they went through a
formal process?

Chris Chant replied yes, that he contacted the church, but never received a call
back. Didn’t go to each of the residences but have had no adverse comments.

Mayor Lopez stated at the April 10th meeting he announced that he would be
starting the process over again. A press release was issued seeking interested
qualified electors who were invited to submit a letter of interest, a resume and a
certified voter registration to the village clerk no later than April 30, 2019. Five
packets were received by the deadline, from five qualified candidates, in
alphabetical order: Mr. Gilbert Benavides, Mr. Joe Craig, Ms. Sandra Pacheco,
Mr. Tom Riccobene, and Ms. Deborah Seligman. Invitations were sent to each of
the interested parties to come forward to make a short five to six-minute
statement. After the presentations, he will submit a qualified candidate to the
trustees for their advice and consent.

Trustee Rael asked that after they speak if the Mayor was going to determine
who he is going to recommend?

Mayor Lopez replied yes.

All five qualified electors; Mr. Gilbert Benavides, Mr. Joe Craig, Ms. Sandra
Pacheco, Mr. Tom Riccobene, and Ms. Deborah Seligman made statements.

Mayor Lopez asked in anyone from the audience would like to speak.
Bob Keers, 7037 Guadalupe Trail; spoke in support of Tom Riccobene.

Riccobene as the Trustee to fill the vacancy, please say Aye.
