	Age Range: KS1 – Year 2

	Weekly Reading Tasks
	Weekly Phonics and Spelling Tasks

	Monday- Watch this video all about Grace Darling. Grace was a Lighthouse Keeper’s daughter who helped rescue survivors from a shipwreck. Discuss why you think Grace is significant. Could you draw a picture of Grace and write some adjectives around the picture to describe what you think she was like. If you like, you could even write some sentences with expanded noun phrases. (see attached powerpoint)
	Monday- Watch the spelling test video to take the test for last week’s spellings.

	Tuesday- Read the information text about Grace Darling. Then answer the reading comprehension questions. (This resource is differentiated – One Star being the easier and Three Star the hardest.)
	Tuesday- Watch the Read Write Inc Spelling Zone Video (Unit 15). See how many words you can find that can end in ‘ies’..

	Wednesday- Following on from Grace Darling. Read The Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch by Ronda and David Armitage. You can also have a go at the reading comprehension work based upon this. Choose as many or as few of the sheets as you can manage. 
	Wednesday- Complete the Spelling activities (there are two on one document). You could do one today and one another day or do them both on the same day!


	Thursday- Write some questions that you would like to ask Grace Darling (or choose a different famous person from here - watch the video first though!). Role play with an adult or sibling with one being the famous person and one being the interviewer. Think carefully about how they would answer the questions.
	Thursday-.‘Kind’, ‘friendly’, ‘improve’, ‘move’ and ‘great’ are some of the words that children in KS1 need to be able to spell. They also need to learn to add the suffixes -ness and -ment. Say each word out loud then decide whether you can add the suffix -ness or -ment to them (there is only one suffix you can add for each). Write each new word down correctly. If you have time, write a sentence using each new word.

	Friday- Read the story Nana, What is an information text? Discuss the story together.
	Friday- Practise spelling the following words, ready for next week’s spelling test: hobbies, replies, cries, flies, tries, carries, body, lady, ladies, fly

	Additional/Alternate Work ideas (Reading and Writing): 

1. Carry out the daily English tasks from the Oak National Academy (Start from Week 4 (11th May) – unless you have already done this!)
2. Alternatively, You can do the Hamilton Trust Week 4 Reading/Writing Tasks (attached).
	Additional/Alternate Work ideas: 
1. Daily: Read Write Inc (our school phonics scheme) has got daily lessons on their Youtube Page. There are set 1 sounds (Reception sounds – do these if you still find your child struggles with single letter sounds or sounds like ‘sh’ and ‘ch’ and ‘th’, Set 2 sounds (If your child is not yet a fluent reader – this will be most children who are not yet in Mr Whetnall’s writing group) and Set 3 sounds (mostly children in Mr Whetnall’s writing group). I would recommend starting at Set 2 and if this is too easy then try set 3, but if it is too tricky, try set 1.
2. Mary Seacole and Florence Nightingale are remembered for helping the sick during the Crimean War. How many adjectives can your child list to describe medical professionals? Can they apply these into sentences?
3. Play some Phonics game, such as Sentence Substitution, Spooky Spellings and Make a Match. (the temporary login for phonics play is: username: march20 password: home.

	Weekly Maths Tasks- Summer term - Week 3

	Monday- Look at the powerpoint about expanded noun phrases (or watch this video).

Complete the expanded noun phrases worksheet. (this sheet is differentiated with 1 star being easiest and 3 stars being hardest)
	Monday- Watch the White Rose Video for Summer Term Week 3 – Lesson 1 (Fact Families Addition and Subtraction Bonds to 20) and then complete the worksheet (attached).

	Tuesday- Watch the video of Florence Nightingale. At roughly 5 and a half minutes, Florence enters the Scutari Hospital and explains a little about what it was like. Using this description, and the attached pictures, write some expanded noun phrase sentences to describe what the hospital was like.
	Tuesday- Watch the White Rose Video for Summer Term Week 3 – Lesson 2 (Compare Number Sentences) and then complete the worksheet (attached).

	Wednesday- Watch this video about how to write a diary entry. Afterwards, use the attached sheet to plan a diary entry as if you were one of Florence Nightingale’s nurses arriving at the Scutari Hospital. What was it like? How did you feel? What did you do? How did things change?
	Wednesday- Watch the White Rose Video for Summer Term Week 3 – Lesson 3 (Related Facts) and then complete the worksheet (attached).

	Thursday- Use your plan to write your full diary entry. Thinking about your: date, diary greeting (Dear Diary?), your time phrases, conjunctions, expanded noun phrases and how you will finish your diary (I must go now because my patients need me?).
	Thursday- Watch the White Rose Video for Summer Term Week 3 – Lesson 4 (Add and Subtract Ones) and then complete the worksheet (attached).

	Friday- Improving Sentences – Go through the powerpoint on improving sentences. We can make most sentences better by: checking they are spelt correctly, including accurate punctuation, adding adjectives, adverbs, time words and changing boring words for much better words. Have a look at the sentences on the attached sheet and rewrite them using the prompts. How much more exciting can you make them? 
When finished, you could use your skills to improve and uplevel your diary entry from yesterday!
	Friday- Watch the White Rose Video for Summer Term Week 3 – Lesson 5 (Friday Challenge) and then complete the worksheet (attached).

	Additional/Alternate Work ideas: 

1. Carry out the daily English tasks from the Oak National Academy (Start from Week 4 (11th May) – unless you have already done this!)

2. Visit the Literacy Shed for this wonderful resource on The Clocktower. There is a whole pack of work to go with it.

3. Try writing a description of Buckingham Palace using this image.
4. Year 2 Talk for Writing Unit 3 on Rainbows. This is another fantastic two week unit from Pie Corbett.
	Additional/Alternate Work ideas: 

1. Word Problems of the Day Week 7.

2. Shape Challenge – Compare the 2 shapes. On the left write what is the same, on the right write what is different. Remember to use the properties of shapes: faces, edges, sides, vertices, curved surfaces, 2d shape names, 2d, 3d, apex, prism. – Do as many different ones as you like!
3. 2D shape venn diagram. – Colour the shapes, cut them out and stick them into the right space. – Will there be any shapes in the middle? Why?



	Learning Project - to be done throughout the week

	The project this week aims to provide opportunities for your child to learn more about famous or significant people. Learning may focus on past or present inventors, explorers or scientists and how they influence society today. 
· How Important is Mary Seacole?- Mary Seacole was a Jamaican-born nurse who is remembered for helping soldiers during the Crimean War. Using this video your child can create a simple timeline of Mary Seacole’s life. If this is too challenging, why not ask your child to design an award for Mary Seacole. Your child could also locate Jamaica and Scotland on a world map. 
· Keep them Clean!- Mary Seacole visited Florence Nightingale, another important nurse, during the Crimean War. Florence Nightingale was known for highlighting the importance of hygiene when caring for the sick, particularly handwashing. Ask your child to create handwashing posters for the home. They might want to make up a jingle too!
· Intriguing Inventions- Challenge your child to invent something new. Perhaps a new gadget for the home to keep the family entertained, or something that would help a doctor or a nurse. They can draw and label their design, and could have a go at making it using things from the recycling box. 
· The Queen: Then and Now- What was life like for Queen Elizabeth I? This video may help your child to understand. How is life different for the current queen, Queen Elizabeth II? Ask your child to create a list of the similarities and differences. They might focus on appearance, family and interests. They could show this using illustrations too. 
· A Seriously Significant Somebody- Who is important to your child? What makes them so important? Your child could draw or paint a portrait of their significant somebody using a photograph or digital image to support them.They may wish to write an information report about this person too!
