It is a pretty and quant town with beautiful parks and deciduous trees. 
As a country town, however, it can be a little sleepy. There is no late night shopping, closing times on Saturday is 2pm and most businesses are closed on Sundays and most restaurants on both Sunday and Monday nights. Though if you know which corners and hidey holes to look in, Orange is filled with lots of beautiful character rich adventures. Orange Surrounds: 

Lake Canobolas (previously known as Meadow Creek Reservoir): 
Located at the foot of Mt Canobolas, The large lake was constructed in 1918 as the towns water supply but in 1957 it became a sanctuary for birdlife and picnickers. 

Fishing: there is a fishing deck on the western side of the lake but you are welcome to fish anywhere on the lake. Please be mindful of swimming and boating areas. 

Water activities: in summer swimming, paddling and boating… there is a sandy beach on the western side near the dam wall with pontoons further out. 

Walking/cycling trails: there are two 30min walking track starting at the north end toilet block. One walk track circles the lake, the other goes over the Molong creek suspension bridge. There is also a 2hour walking track back to Orange (follow the red and yellow finger signs). 

Playground: On the eastern side of the lake is a playground with a flying fox, swings and climbing equipment. 

Picnic: A beautiful spot for a picnic. There are many facilities scattered around the lake including; shelters, public toilets, electric BBQ’s and picnic tables. 

Botanical Gardens:
Located on the corner of Hill St and the Northern Distributor Road. The gardens are open daily from 7:30am till dusk. Admission is free. The gardens, which were open in 1988, cover 17 hectares area. The vast range of garden feature, including; a billabong, heritage garden rose, historic church, apple orchard, exotic Australian garden and various sculptures are best discovered from the self-guided walks and footpaths. A beautiful location for a stroll or picnic. 
Borenore Caves:
On Escort Way, Orange. Borenore is a beautiful place for bushwalking, exploring and picnic grounds. 
Mount Canobolas 

To the west of Orange, this 1395Metre tall Mountain is the highest mountain west of the Blue mountains. At the top you can see a picturesque 360 degree view of the greater western area. There are a serries of walks and trails which lead through the bush to waterfalls and views.

Gosling Creek Reserve and Bloomfield Park: 

Located on Forrest road south of the Hospital grounds. The reserve covers a 35 hectare area. The reserve features an old water reservoir and sealed pedestrian/cycle path. 

Fishing: permitted from the foreshores in accordance with NSW fishery regulations. The reservoir is stocked with Golden perch and trout. 

Playing Fields: there are two existing playing fields which can be used for social games such as cricket and football. 

Walking/Cycling track: there is a shared sealed path around the reserve with outdoor gym equipment at various locations. 
Picnic: facilities include picnic tables, gas BBQ’s, and public toilets.

Dog friendly: There is a leash-free dog area in Bloomfield Park. Whilst on the pathways dogs must be on a leash, and dogs are not permitted in the reserve. 
Outside of Orange: 

Molong: A sleepy historic town is 30mins north of Orange on the Mitchell Hwy. It is home to the Molong Gelato Factory, 
Jayes Art gallery and “Animals on Bikes” (Paddock art sculpture – www.animalsonbikes.com.au)
Millthorpe: A pleasantly quant town 20minutes drive south of Orange. Millthorpe has an array of Antique shops, Museums and some of the most delicious food in the region. 

Bathurst: A rural university town which boasts mount Panorama (Bathurst 1000 V8 racing track). Bathurst’s main restaurants include: Church Bar, ‘92’ Restaurant, and Cobble stone lane restaurant. Its streets are dabbled with cute café’s and university shops. It is 45minutes east of orange and on the Mitchell Hwy heading to Sydney.   

Ophir (Fishing, Camping and Gold panning): The first location of gold in NSW. Today Ophir is a reserve of 560 hectares. It is a nice area to have a picnic. Fish for trout, walk along the trails or through the historic cemetery. Camping is permitted.  

Canowindra: 45 minutes south of Orange is this cute tiny town with a famously windy main road which houses beautiful shops such as the Bendy street Emporium, Millinary Matters hat shop and the trading post. Canowindra is also famous for hot air ballooning. 

Cowra: 92km drive South of Orange. Another western rural centre, Cowra offers Neilias Restaurant, the war museum and Japanese gardens. 

Mudgee: Just across the dam as the crow flies, but an unfortunate 2hours drive to this beautiful home of the wineries. Mudgee is a beautiful town with plenty of wine and cheese. The cob and co restaurant as well as Sajo’s lounge bar and restaurant. 
Parkes: a 90minute drive west of Orange. This Rustic town is home of the great Elvis Festival, Elvis Museum and the famous Dish which transmitted the moon landing video.  

Wellington: a 96km drive north of Orange is the Wellington Caves. Two caves are open to the public, the Cathedral and the Garden. Lake Burrendong is also situated close to Wellington. 
Condobolin:  aproximatly 200kms west of Orange is “Condo”. Home of the Australian Idol runner up Shannon Noll also has “Utes in the paddock” on its outskirts ( www.utesinthepaddock.com  ).
Vitoria: 30mins east of Orange, aproximatly half way to Bathurst. 
The Bee Keepers Inn is on  the Mitchel Hwy and is open 7 days a week 9-5. It is an Antique store, produce store, café and nursery. Ph: 02 6365 7382. website; www.beekeepersinn.com. 

Dunns Swamp: a waterway on the Cudgegong river. Its an idyllic setting for camping, canoeing, and picnicking. It is 2 hours east of Orange, in Woolamine National Park. 
Blayney: A small town 30mins south of Orange is the gateway to Carcoar Dam, Historic Carcoar Village, Abercrombie caves and Trunkey creek. 
Jenolan Caves: 1.5 hour drive from Orange, beyond the town of Oberon is the famous Jenolan Caves situated in the beautiful Blue Mountains. Bush walk, go on a cave tour or have Devonshire tea at the historical Jenolan Caves House.  http://www.jenolancaves.org.au/ 
Dubbo: A 1.5-2hour drive north-west of Orange. The Western Planes Zoo (Taronga) is famous for its vast variety or animals. The Old Dubbo Goal and Gallows is in the main street.  
Children’s Activities
Parks and Playgrounds (there are over 30 in Orange): 
Adventure playground at the Orange Botanical Gardens- The timber structure which takes on the form of a castle, farm tractors, rock walls, rocket, tree house and a ship. It also has the classic favourites; swings, slides, platforms, tunnels and bridges. This 1500 square metre playground is filled with hours of fun. There is also a swing for special needs and wheelchair disabilities. Toilets and picnic facilities are available.
Apex Playground at Lake Canobolas- This modern play equipment has a nautical theme. As well as swings and climbing equipment, there is a water feature with bridges and ponds and a large flying fox for the older children. Toilets and picnic facilities are available.
Elephant Park on Woodward St- a large park which follows Blackmans swamp creek between Woodward St and Anson St. The park has a sealed path for walking/running/cycling. There is a children’s playground on the Woodward St side of the park suitable for toddlers and children as well as outdoor gym equipment scattered around the path. Toilets and picnic facilities available as well as wheelchair friendly.
Gosling Creek on Forrest Road- The reserve features an active climbing structure as well as spinning equipment and a see saw. A sealed path suitable for walking/running/cycling winds around the reserve and there are two large grassy ovals for social games. Picnic facilities and toilets are available. 
Cook Park on Summer St- An old favourite. 4.5 hectares of parkland near the centre of town, this is the oldest park in town. The park has a paved footpath through out, duck ponds, bird aviaries, children’s play equipment, rotunda (The Orange brass band plays in one Sunday a month) and the Guildry arts and crafts shop (open daily 10-4). 
Pee Wee’s indoor play centre on 96 Byng St- open Tuesday to Sunday 0930-4pm Indoor play area for children with indoor Maze, Ball pit, slippery dip, jumping castle, birthday party area, internet café and café. Ph: 02 6360 4686
