ACHVARASDAL

Containing not one but TWO
brochs, the Keiss shoreline
is a real archaeological
treat. The remains of Keiss
Castle and two pillboxes
can also be seen in the
area, signifying how
strategically important
this stretch of coastline
has been through the ages.
These huge brochs
were excavated in the later
19th century by Francis Tress
Barry - painted pebbles, Roman
pottery and human remains were all found
here. Follow the route below to find out more...

A secret monument nestled deep
within Achvarasdal Woods -
Achvarasdal broch provides a
both a pleasant meander and
intriguing archaeological
site: not only is Achvarasdal
one of the best preserved
brochs in Caithness, but
this has one of the largest
diameters in all of Scotland!
Don'’t forget to check out
the nearby mysterious non-
standing stones after visiting
the broch - what do you think their
purpose was?

DID YOU KNOW...
Achvarasdal means ‘field of Barr’s dale’
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> Head west from Thurso along A836 Head west from Thurso along A836
> Take a left towards Hill of Forss Turn left before Reay, heading towards Shebster
> Around 1 mile up the road you’ll see an entrance on the right Head towards Achvarasdal. Parking can be found on your left.

> Park here - you'll see the mound of Thing’s Va in the distance Follow the road to the care home.The broch is on the right
