City of Hawthorne Recreation and Community Service Department Park Rules and Regulations
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Picnic permits filing time not less than 20 days or more than 90 days.

Possession or consumption of alcoholic beverages is prohibited.

No electricity provided by the City at any picnic site.

Glass bottles are not permitted at any City parks.

Amplified Sounds not to exceeded 25 watts.

Vehicles are not permitted inside any city park at any time. Any unauthorized vehicles in the
park or picnic area will be subject to a citation and towing at the owner’s expense. All picnic
supplies must be transported on foot into park and picnic area.

No person, group or organization shall charge a fee or offer for sale.

No permit for assembly/activity for more than 150 participations.

Bicycle, skateboard, scooter (Expect in Designated Areas).

Set up or operations a propane barbecue device to cook are prohibited.

Picnic permit hours 8am-9pm

Horse, dogs & other animals(Dogs Permitted on Leash Glasgow Park Only)

Model airplanes, motorized scooters or any other motor driven vehicles are prohibited.

No extra tables are to be brought into any park.

Please leave picnic area clean with all trash placed in the trash cans provided. It is advised to
bring additional trash bags to compensate for excess trash.

Any damage to park property or disregard of park rules and regulations will result in denial of
future reservations.
Permit holder must be at least 18 years of age.

City of Hawthorne has the right to request a deposit.
Any misrepresentation of group or use, or failure to clean-up or comply with park rules and

regulations may result in expulsion from the park.

Picnic Cancellation Guidelines

1. Cancellations must be received at least 10 working days prior to the permit date, and a $10.00
processing fee will be retained.

2. |If less than 10 working days are given and you must cancel your permit, there will be no refund.
If unforeseen conditions arise causing the Parks & Recreation Department to cancel your park
permit, a full refund will be issued.

Rain Out Policy

1. If rain makes the picnic area unusable, a full refund will be issued upon request and must be
submitted within the week following the date of the permit.

2. Requests to cancel a permit due to the forecast of bad weather will not be granted without a
$10.00 cancellation fee.
