THE VINTAGE
e growing season of 2013 started with a warm spring, which led to an early bud break.
e summer presented warm, dry days, leading everyone in the Willamette Valley to be-

lieve we would have an early, uneventful harvest. All went as planned until the last week in

September when the tail-end of a Japanese

typhoon dropped close to six inches of

rain, saturating the vineyards. Some people

pulled in fruit before the rains came; others

waited for it to pass, waiting for the fruit

to dry. Roots chose the latter  some

say a risky choice  but with meticulous

sorting and experienced winemaking, the

wines are developing into nuanced wines

of exceptional quality. e 2013 vintage was

trulya vintnersvintage.
