Agenda Item 7 -  Discussion of the Chambering Yard project — status of pipeline
protection designs and costs, utility relocation costs, overall project
budget, and status of releasing bid package to be advertised — and
necessary action, if any, by the Commission.

Mr. Hardman addressed the Commission, for informational purposes only, by stating that
we are waiting for the executed Escrow Agreement from DRAX prior to advertising the
project. No action was required at this time.

Agenda Item 8 -  Update and appropriate action, if any, concerning status of request by
Pointe Coupee officials to have the Pointe Coupee Harbor and Terminal
District merged into the Port of Greater Baton Rouge.

Mr. Marionneaux addressed the Commission by stating that Senate Bill 30 was heard in
the House Transportation Committee. There was a set of amendments that actually
contained two amendments. The adopted the set of amendments in globo. One of the
amendments that would concern this Commission would be the one whereby of the two
new members from Pointe Coupee Parish, one was going to be named from the local Farm
Bureau from Pointe Coupee Parish. After the bill passed as amended, the lobbyist from
Farm Bureau expressed that wasn’t the intention in that they wanted themselves to be the
nominating entity of one of those two people. Senator Ward then suggested that they
would address some language on the floor. After the bill left Committee, it was referred to
the Legislative Bureau and the Legislative Bureau stripped the entirety of the amendments
off of the bill. As the bill currently stands, it is as it was drafted and as it was passed from
the Senate with two new members being from Pointe Coupee Parish. It is the intention of
Senator Ward to leave the bill as it was originally drafted as it passed the Senate with two
members from Pointe Coupee Parish and none of the Farm Bureau language. No action
was required at this time.

Trade Zone Report.

Mr. Marionneaux addressed the Commission, for informational purposes only, by stating
that the Annual Foreign Trade Zone Report has been filed. The Annual Report is
composed of reports provided by each of the Port’s FTZ subzones, as outlined in
documentation provided to all Board members. Mr. Marionneaux stated that he was



approached today by someone interested in a FTZ subzone within our jurisdiction. No
action was required at this time.
