KNOW & TALK THEIR LANGUAGE

ﬂ Understand Sexual Abuse & Trafficking

Help your kids understand young people are targeted and
traffickers don’t always “look the part.” Establish an open
relationship and let them know that if they see, hear, or experience
something that makes them uncomfortable, they can come to you.

The way you define/express love
shapes your children’s self-image,
resilience, and opinions of relationships.
Help them distinguish between real
love and empty promises.

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Meet your kids’ friends, their friends’ parents,
and adults they spend time with.

a Monitor Their Smartphone

Many apps that kids use daily - and parents have no clue
about - can expose them to questionable situations and
individuals. These include apps like Tinder, SnapChat, Blendr,
Kik, Whisper, Yik Yak, Poof, Down, YouNow, and Omegle.
Consider using a site like TeenSafe, which allows you to monitor
their phone activity remotely.
