How to access parent/student information in 
 

• Log on to www.charmsoffice.com, and click the “ENTER/LOG IN” link at upper 
right. 

• Locate the “PARENT/STUDENT/MEMBERS LOGIN” section of the web page. 
Login to your child’s program account using the following School Code:

• This will bring up the main parent page.  This will allow you to look at the 

“public” calendar for your organization, event list, handouts and other files. 
• Clicking on an event on the calendar brings up the details for that event, such as 

times, attendance requirements, volunteer opportunities, and other event 
details.  Note that if a calendar event is specifically assigned to your child, it may 
NOT show up on this calendar – check the “Student” calendar after entering the 
student’s ID number (see below). 

• When you enter your child’s ID NUMBER (provided by your Director) as a 
Student Area Password, another more detailed screen appears with even more 
options to view your student’s uniform assignments, music assignments, financial 
records, forms and inventory.  Once you have first entered this ID number, you 
may create your own, unique password by clicking on the “lock”   (Change 
Password) icon. 

• Two areas in which you can help the director maintain his/her records: 
 
1. Update Personal Information – if the director has allowed it, you may help 

make changes to your child’s student information page (such as updating phone 
numbers and email addresses if they change) to help the teacher communicate 
with you more effectively. Click the Personal Info button. 

2. If your program has setup online payments, you can make credit card 
payments for fees, trips and deposits to your student’s account.  If credit card 
payment is activated, you will see blue buttons in the four main areas of the 
financial statement indicating your ability to make online payments. 

 
• You will also see links to enter Practice Logs, view Grades, and use the 

Recording Studio if the teacher has enabled these options.  
• Most importantly, the parent page assists both you and the teacher to 

communicate with each other.  Stay up to date on what’s going on with your 
student!

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Fair-Share Contribution 
 
Our programs receive little to no funding from the district. Your fair-share contribution 
helps with the costs of music, participant entry fees, instruments and repair, uniform 
purchase and cleaning, instructors, drill design, awards, flags & props, equipment 
transport, copies, supplies, etc.  The actual cost to run this program is far greater than 
your fair-share contribution. Averaging over five years, the actual cost per Emerald 
Regime member is over $2,500 per year! 
 
Marching Band & Color Guard Fair-Share Contribution   $1,000 
This fair-share contribution also includes camp costs, food (training & competitions), 
WBA Championships weekend, show theme shirt, black Emerald Regime shirt, band 
shoes, Color Guard costume, and Color Guard shoes. 
 
With BINGO, you can offset $750 of your fair-share contribution! 
Here’s how:  Join a team and complete all 13 scheduled shifts. 
If all 13 shifts are not completed, your fair-share contribution will only be reduced by $35 
x number of shifts completed.  Your cost (with the Bingo reduction)    $250 
 
Bingo also requires the help of a set-up and teardown team of students each weekend - 
all students will be assigned to a bingo set-up and teardown team. If a student is unable 
to attend a scheduled session, they are responsible for arranging for a substitute to attend 
in their place. Students further reduce their costs by $10 for each setup/teardown session 
worked.  
 
There are different methods by which you can pay for your fair-share contribution:  
 
Join an Emerald Regime bingo team.  Bingo is a very helpful method to reduce your fair-
share contribution, as participation will cover the majority of this amount.  *If you sign 
up for a bingo team tonight, your deposit is waived and $250 balance is due by Aug. 
15th. * 
 
Use existing funds currently in Student Account. Check your balance at any time by 
accessing your student account in Charms. A negative balance is the amount owed to the 
Live Oak Band Boosters for expenses covered on behalf of your student. If your student 
account has a positive balance due to fundraising efforts, these funds can be carried 
forward and applied to future band expenses. 
 
Up-front payments via check or credit card see payment schedule below.  Checks payable 
to: Live Oak Band Boosters (P.O. Box 273 / Morgan Hill, CA 95038) Please include 
your LOER memberÕs name on the check for proper accounting.

$350 First payment due August 15th (if you are not working Bingo).  
$400 Balance due September 15th (if you are not working Bingo).  
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Annual Fundraising Opportunities  
 
Bingo 
Bingo is the backbone of the Emerald Regime.  Bingo funds most of the marching season 
and contributes generously to all music programs at Live Oak through the Booster 
General Fund.  Bingo also allows individuals to offset their out-of-pocket band 
contributions.  Bingo runs year-round every Saturday and Sunday.    
 
Crab Feed  
This is a fun evening of eating and fundraising.  Emerald Regime members are needed to 
set-up, prepare food, and cleanup.  Parents are needed to sell tickets, host the bar and 
silent auction, set-up, prepare, and cleanup.  The Jazz Band entertains while the other 
Emerald Regime members serve tables.  
 
Awards Night 
Each year we honor our students for their hard work and say “thanks” to special people 
for their volunteer efforts.  Seniors receive plaques listing their individual achievements 
in music throughout their high school years.  Drum major for the following year is 
announced at Awards Night.  Dinner is provided free for Emerald Regime members and a 
nominal donation is requested from parents and family members.  Volunteers are needed 
to set up, prepare, serve, and clean up the food. 
 
 
Gilroy Garlic Festival 
The Emerald Regime staffs the Stuffed and Marinated Mushrooms section in Gourmet 
Alley. We clean/prepare mushrooms, prepare stuffing, stuff mushrooms, cook, and sell 
them.  This event requires a massive amount of people (about 35 per shift, two shifts per 
day, Friday, Saturday and Sunday).  The Garlic Festival group pays the Emerald Regime 
based on total hours worked.  
 
DeBrito Candy Apples  
Each fall and winter, the Emerald regime has the opportunity to sell DeBrito Gourmet 
Caramel Apples. This is a great fundraiser, as our organization profits $5.00 per apple 
sold. This is a difficult company to get into for fundraising, so be sure to take advantage 
of this great opportunity.  
 
There are several opportunities to volunteer with fundraising. If you like to help out 
or wish to contribute another fundraising idea, please contact our Vice Co. 
Presidents for more information.  
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BINGO Brings Band BIG Bucks! 
 
Bingo is the main fundraiser that replenishes the bands general fund. The general fund 
provides sheet music, instrument repairs, and transportation- just to name a few.  We 
invite you to come and play or just watch. You will soon see, it’s a fun and entertaining 
way to fundraise! 
 
Here’s a quick look “Bingo”: 
 

• Each “Team” works one day a month.  Depending on position, a typical shift is 
approximately 6.5 - 7 hours. 

• A position can be shared with one person working Saturdays only on two teams 
and another person working Sundays only on two teams. Each person still only 
works once per month. 

• Bingo commitment is from September through August. 
 
“Teams” consist of:  
(1) Manager (1) Main Cashier (1) Pull-Tab Cashier (1) Front Door Cashier (1) Door 
Packet (2) Concessions  (4) Pull-Tab Runners (1) Caller   
 
Working on a bingo team will reduce your Fair-Share Contribution by $750!

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Live Oak High School Performing Arts  
Code of Conduct 
 
As a part of the performing arts program students are expected to represent Live Oak 
positively at all times on and off campus. This includes rehearsals, performances, 
competitions, field trips, concerts, sponsored events, festivals, and online 
communications.  

 
Students are expected to treat others, as they expect to be treated.  Handle all equipment 
with extreme care (whether it’s theirs or not), so that it may be used again in the future. 
The band room must be kept clean at all times. All equipment must be returned to its 
proper storage place when rehearsal is over. The band in its entirety is not dismissed until 
the band room is returned to its default setup.  

 
Students are expected to demonstrate RESPECT for:

Bus Drivers     Audience Members  Instruments     
Your School    Your Uniform  Yourself 

 
• No eating, drinking or swearing in uniform. 
• No boastful or degrading comments regarding the members of the LOER or other 

groups. This includes online communication 
• Always leave a place cleaner than you found it. 
• No inappropriate physical contact  
• When in doubt, always keep it classy. 

 
All school rules as defined in the Live Oak High School student handbook apply during 
on and off campus events. If students notice any infraction of the LOHS Performing Arts 
Code of Conduct, contact Mr. Locsin Immediately; Students are discouraged from trying 
to handle the situation on their own. 
 
Consequences and Corrective Action 
 
The Live Oak High School Performing Arts Department believes in “due process” for all 
of its students in terms of any disciplinary action taken by a teacher or administrator 
toward a student. The following procedure will be used for all disciplinary actions in 
order of action*:  
 
*There are not a set numbers of infractions that will define movement along the list in the 
following page* 
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Code of Conduct (continued) 
 
Verbal Warning/Reprimand  
Any time a student [or group of students] is verbally reprimanded, in or out of rehearsal, 
or at an activity, it is automatically a “verbal warning.” 
 
Student/Teacher Conference  
If the director/instructor feels that a verbal warning(s) is not netting appropriate 
behavioral results from the student, then the student will meet with the director, either in 
or out of class depending on the infraction. After that conference, the director will log the 
discussion in his/her behavioral log and will proceed to call home to alert the parents of 
the problem. *A parent may request to meet in person with the Director to assist with 
problem solving. Any parent/teacher meeting will also be logged. 
 
Student/Teacher/Parent/Administrator Conference 
If the student/teacher conference and phone call home does not rectify the behavioral 
issue, then the director will set up a conference with the student, parent, and director 
along with school administration, acting as a mediator. Due to how close many of our 
parent volunteers’ work alongside the director and staff, school administration will be 
called in sooner rather than later to ensure fairness to all students, parents and 
director/staff. 
 
*It is likely a student specific behavior contract would be drafted at this time as a result 
of this meeting.  
 
*Participation in extra-curricular music groups may not be allowed at this point at the 
discretion of the Director 
 
Contract Broken 
If a student cannot behave consistently after Verbal Warnings/Reprimands, a One on One 
meeting with the director and school administration mediation, then the Director, from 
the LOHS performing arts program, will drop the student. 
 
*Students and parents will be expected to read and sign a contract form of this code in 
order to participate with the Live Oak Emerald Regime.  
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Live Oak Emerald Regime  
Attendance Policy  
 
• All performances and rehearsals are mandatory. Missing a performance of any kind 

may result in dismissal from the program.  
 
• Students are expected to attend every scheduled rehearsal. Students with more than 2 

unexcused absences may be removed from the program. 
 
• In rare circumstance students are allowed 3 excused absences. Excused absences may 

include: 
 

o Doctors appointments 
o Sickness due to the flu 
o Family emergencies 
 

• Do not schedule outside activities such as SAT prep classes, SAT exams, vacations, 
or alternative obligations during rehearsals, performances, or competitions without 
the consent of the Director. Failure to consult the director will result in an unexcused 
absence.  

 
• Any student who misses the rehearsal immediately preceding a performance may not 

be allowed to perform. However the same student is expected to attend the 
performance and support the effort of the group, as well as learn the material missed 
during the rehearsal. 

 
• Students must be picked up within 15 minutes after an event is scheduled to end. If a 

student is left on campus longer than 20 minutes, they will be escorted to the police 
station. 

 
• Excessive homework or projects are not considered to be valid reasons for missing 

rehearsals. Make good use of your time to complete all schoolwork off of scheduled 
LOER time.    

 
 
*Students and parents will be expected to read and sign a contract form of this code in 
order to participate with the Live Oak Emerald Regime.  
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Rehearsal Guidelines For Students  
 
1. Each student is expected to be on time, if not early, to all rehearsal/performance 

functions, with instruments and ready to begin. If you are on time, you are late!  
 
2. The student is expected to have both their instruments/equipment and music ready 

prior to starting for all rehearsals and performances.  
 
3. Students should have a pencil ready to mark rehearsal suggestions (No ink pens!).  
 
4. Students should behave considerately to whomever is on the podium, whether it be 

the director, drum major or a guest of the band.  
 
5. Students should treat school owned instruments like their own. Any loss or damage of 

the instrument will be the student’s liability and will be assessed accordingly.  
 
6. There are four (4) places your instrument should be (school owned or privately 

owned)  
 

• In your hands 
• Lined up in a section  
• Lined up in the cases 
• In your band locker  

 
7. Cell phones are NOT ALLOWED during rehearsal. They may be in your car, locker, 
backpack or purse. If you need to contact your child for an emergency, you may call the 
band director or their respected section director. Numbers are available in this handbook.  
 

Rehearsal Clothing Guidelines  
 
Students should wear comfortable clothing to all rehearsals. Shirts (required for all 
rehearsals and band camp) shorts, sweats, loose fitting pants, socks, and good tennis 
shoes are the most acceptable attire.  
 
The Guard is required to wear sports bras as well as spandex shorts under practice shorts. 
Please listen to weather reports in the morning or evening and plan your attire 
accordingly. When after school rehearsals begin, you must bring proper attire to change 
into if your school clothes for the day if they do not fill the requirements for rehearsal. 
Students in the color guard should check with their director for the appropriate dress 
style. 
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Use of Physical Skills as Reinforcement 
 
It is the tradition of Marching Bands and Drum Corps everywhere to use physical skill 
sets as a way to reinforce positive and negative aspects of any of its extra-curricular or 
co-curricular activities. Students may give themselves one of these skill sets as a way to 
reinforce concentration and excellence. However that should not take away from, or 
disrupt the rehearsal. A standard reinforcement would be 10 pushups. 
 
Student leaders may deem it necessary to give reinforcement information at times, but 
should always do so with careful consideration. Under no circumstances should any 
student run more than 1 lap or be given more than 10 pushups as a result of this 
reinforcement. Staff members may deem it necessary to give reinforcement information 
at times, but do so with careful consideration. It is considered acceptable to give 1 lap, or 
a set of 10 pushups, or a set of 25 sit-ups, or a set of 50 jumping jacks as a result of this 
reinforcement  
 

Students are not to be pushed beyond what would be considered a normal scope either for 
conditioning or reinforcements. Students who feel they are being pushed beyond their 
ability to maintain a personal safety level of physical exercise should stop immediately. 
They will not be punished for being unable to complete the physical skill set that is being 
required of them. Alternative reinforcements can and will be found to alleviate the unsafe 
situation.  
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The Top 12 Things You Should Know as Student 

 

1. ALWAYS be on time, which really means 10-15 minutes early.  
2. When in doubt, stop talking.  
3. Show respect to everyone and listen to what ‘veterans’ have to say. They’re probably 

right.  
4. Don’t expect to know everything the first day. Even people who have marched before 

still have things to learn.  
5. Take things seriously, but not TOO seriously. In the end,  “It is only high school 

marching band.”  
6. We are very good at what we do because we can focus when we need to.  
7. Stay well rested, fed, and hydrated.  
8. Always have all your materials on you or close enough that you can get them quickly.  
9. Know how to work, but also know how to relax. Know that the two NEVER occur at 

the same time, EVER.  
10. Keep up on your schoolwork. Take every opportunity to do your homework. On the 

bus, extra time in class, at appointments — do whatever it takes. Be as productive as 
possible.  

11. All students are subject to individualized constructive criticism. Do not fear this. 
Constructive criticism is necessary for growth.    

12. You may want to quit but hang in there. Remind yourself “you can do this” 
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The Top 5 Things You Should Know as a Band 
Parent  
 

5. Your student is probably more capable than you realize. Even if you have all the time 
in the world, you will start to feel like a personal servant if you don’t ask your kids to 
take some responsibility for their own stuff. Water jugs, lunches, props, and laundry -- it 
never ends. Your student can make a sandwich, fill up a water jug, and set out their 
‘stuff’. If you are inclined, help them create checklists so that they remember everything 
they need to bring. It will be a lot of stuff, so be ready.  
  
 
4. Band Directors are people, too. But they are BUSY people. They work long hours and 
their main focus is the kids. If you have a specific concern about your child and the band 
program, set up a time to discuss it. If you need general information, directors are 
probably not your best resource. Try a fellow parent first, another Band Booster. On 
another note: Marching band requires dedication and discipline from your student. The 
job of the directors is to help your student excel in band. Directors speak loudly, 
pointedly and sometimes without pleasantries. When mistakes are made, especially due 
to inattention or lack of effort, there are consequences. Try to relax and allow the process 
to work. Encourage your student to do their best, listen, and work hard. Everyone wants 
your child to be successful. You will learn this as you move through the season  
 
3. We can’t do it without you. You’ll be asked to commit time, energy, and donations to 
the band program. Unlike many sports programs, the LOER must have parent volunteers 
for the programs to run smoothly, and it is the best way to get to know others. Plan to 
attend as many Booster meetings as you can. They are only once a month for about an 
hour. Mr. Locsin usually addresses the parents with updates on the show and will answer 
parent questions. It is time well spent.  
 
2. Join CHARMS and READ YOUR EMAIL. This could be said a thousand times and 
still not be said enough. As the season progresses, you will get multiple messages. READ 
THEM. CHECK YOUR EMAIL DAILY. You may not always completely understand 
the emails, but READ THEM. If you are completely lost, you can reply to the sender for 
more info.  
 
1. Yes, it’s worth it! All of the rides, time, and effort that as a parent, you put into getting 
your child to practices are worth every second. You may not be able to appreciate that in 
the beginning. Your student may get discouraged at first. There is a lot of repetition, hot 
sweaty days, failures, and disappointments. Then the show starts to come together and 
everything changes. There is a new energy, a new excitement. This is the point where 
they will either LOVE band, or plan a different activity next year. Most of the kids LOVE 
band by the end of the season, so make them tough it out for the whole season. It will be 
worth it.
