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Timber Mountain is a seasonal camp. It is usually open Memorial Day
weekend through the middle of October. It encompasses 15 acres and
has its own playground, basketball court, swimming pool and pond
with canoes and paddle boats.

Housing Accommodations: There is no heat available at Timber
Mountain and the cabins have open air windows. Power is available in
each cabin with lights and an outlet. There are two separate bathroom
and shower houses located beside the cabins.

126 beds: 14 cabins -7 on each side of camp —each cabin sleeps 9 with room for an additional single
bed. There is also room for groups to put up tents for over-flow.

Off season housing available: The month of May, Mid-August thru Mid-October
Women’s Dorm: 12 bunks ~ Men’s Dorm: 16 bunks including 2 bathrooms with showers
Medical Aid Station: includes a private bedroom and bathroom

Meeting Areas:

The A-Frame serves as the main meeting center, chapel and Dining Hall. It's equipped with:
125 chairs, 14 round tables, 2 six foot and 2 eight foot tables, sound system, projection screen and
overhead projector.

Amphitheater style fire pit with firewood and electrical hookups which can also be used for
meetings and/or chapels. Seating for over 100 guests.
