Treasurer's Report: Helen Boyd

Parents who work at QIM are eligible to make
donations throughout the county and donated
$1000 to the annual fund as well as $750 for
outreach.

An additional $300 was donated from a corporate
sponsor.

A minor snafu occurred with the annual fund
donation ‘test store’.

Annual fund approaching $33,000.

Ezone will not have final numbers till May.
December’s contribution from Harris Teeter will
be lumped in with January’s check (they do not
send checks under $250 and December’s
contribution was less than $250).

Community outreach also received $500 from
Virginia Diodes that was not designated for a
specific purpose (annual fund or professional
development) .

Annual Fund: no updates at this time

Enrichment Zone: We have had a pretty full first spring session, with something like 211 seats filled. At least one
class is operating under the minimum number -- Pottertopia, at 5 seats. It had 7 at one point but we had some last
minute drops. French ended up with 8 seats filled so we are glad we could offer the class this Spring.

We are currently working with Ms. Brodie to figure out makeup times for STEM. School closings and a conference
have made it difficult to fit in the classes before Spring Il starts.

A hot air balloon will be the raffle again and
information on buying tickets will be sent home in backpack mail soon. Raffle tickets will also be sold at Bingo Night
and during the Book Fair.

Grocery Programs: The Grocery amounts we have received so far this year are:

We plan to continue this initiative
next year and Sarah and Carleen will either ask our incoming VPs or ask our incoming volunteer coordinator
to organize the Bluebirds Care projects next year.

Yearbook: 325 yearbooks have been ordered this year which is 25 less than last year. This number still
allows some last minute orders and takes into consideration teacher orders, Betsy Bell orders, and any new
families that might come to Meriwether this Spring. We will evaluate this number in June and make a
recommendation to the yearbook committee for next year.
