
COVID 19 – Guidelines for Play at MDTC

DO NOT PLAY IF YOU: 

1. Have been in contact with someone with COVID-19 in the last 14 days  
2. Have been overseas or exposed to someone with COVID-19 in the last 14 days 
3. Have flu-like symptoms  
4. Are in a high risk health category: 

a. Any person aged over 70 
b. Persons with weakened immune systems 
c. Persons with diagnosed chronic medical conditions (such as lung conditions and kidney failure) 
d. People with diabetes 
e. Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people 
f. Very young children (Under 5) and babies 

Social Distancing 
5. Keep 1.5m away from other people. Maintain an active Play and Go policy. No sitting around before or after play. 
6. No gatherings of more than 20 people, (a child is considered 1 person) and no more than 20 people inside a fenced court enclosure at any time.  
7. The clubhouse including toilets will remain closed to the public with emergency access only. 
8. Organised social play and casual court hire are supervised during peak periods only to ensure social distancing protocols are observed. At all other times, proper social distancing is each 

individuals responsibility.  
 
Casual Court Hire – Doubles Play and Group Coaching 

9.  All casual court hire and coaching lessons should be booked online at mudgeetennis.com and is available between 7.00am and 6.00pm daily. 
10.  Casual court hire is available on courts 1 and 2 (front of clubhouse), 3 and 4 (middle of facility), 7 and 8 (Denison St Corner), 10 and Hot Shots 1 (Blue Court on Roundabout) 
11.  Access to and from Courts is via a number coded padlock –   

a. Court 1 and 2 via Front of Clubhouse 
b. Court 3 and 4 via Victoria Park Gate 
c. Court 7 and 8 via Church St 
d. Court 10 and Hot Shots 1 via Rear of Clubhouse 

Current Permitted Activities 

1. Casual Court Hire – Doubles Play – 10 people per court, 20 people per fenced enclosure of 2 courts 
2. Coaching services – One coach and up to 20 Students in a group Lesson 
3. Competition play – Adult and Junior 

In addition to the specific guidelines given below, Mudgee District Tennis Club and Premier Tennis are operating under the “COVID 19 – Guidelines for Community
