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The Town Council held a Council Workshop on Tuesday, February 20, 2018 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:03pm.  

The Workshop began with an update on White Point Swash.  Mayor Huffman reported on the recent meetings and permit issued.  A public input period was initiated and will end on March 17, 2018.  The Town is currently in negotiation with Horry County and North Myrtle Beach to reinstall the camera on Ocean Creek; this will allow monitoring, especially of the continuing erosion along the beach front.  The Town’s share of the camera and year of maintenance will be approximately $5,500.00 with Briarcliffe Acres Association assuming one third of the cost.  A current picture of the swash was provided showing that is had completely filled and stopped flowing out before low tide.

Next on the Agenda was the opening and review of bid packages #2018-01 and #2018-02 for the roads.  The Town received three bids for paving (#2018-01); Coastal Asphalt submitted the low bid for the project - $126,412.68.  Four bids were received for sealing (#2018-02); Carolina Commercial Property Maintenance’s bid was the low bid - $31,410.00.  Both companies will be vetted during the week and bids will be voted on during the Town Meeting on the 26th.

The Clerk reported that the Fire Wise and Canopy bid package #2018-03 was advertised on February 14th and bids are due by noon on March 5, 2018.  The event is scheduled for Saturday, April 28th.

The Gate Camera low bid by ASG ($25,383.86) was revisited.  Chief Lamparter reported on a meeting with them and Council requested a vote on bid package #2017-03 for the February 26, 2018 Town Meeting.  The plan is to amend the 2017-2018  budget to accommodate the project during the 2018 calendar year and to be proactive in the public safety forum.  It is one of the very few items not yet attained from the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.  

Next, Chief Lamparter discussed amending Chapter 32 in the Town Code as it pertains to zoning, enforcement, and vehicles.  Discussion resulted concerning differences in an Enforcement Officer and a Zoning Administrator.  First reading in Title Only is scheduled for the next Town Meeting. 

Discussion of amending Chapter 6 _ Building and Building Regulations followed.  First reading to amend the fee schedule and brochure for Art III Sec. 6-46 will take place at the next Town Meeting also.  Horry County provided its own changes and omissions.
  
Next on the Agenda, a discussion of the feasibility and need for the Town to establish a Facebook page occurred.  The Chief provided consideration with pros and cons of using it from a public safety perspective and the Clerk also provided information she gathered from research.  A copious, productive discussion by Council resulted and the issue was tabled, but left open to be revisited in the future.  The main pro resulting from the discussion was the greatness of accessibility versus other media; the main con was liability for the Town and residents.

The Mayor requested activity reports next.  Councilman Palliser reported that scheduling for cleaning and painting of the Gates is in limbo with weather (pollen) and upcoming road repairs as considerations.  He also discussed necessary repairs to the roads caused from utility trucks, etc.  SC Department of Transportation (SC DOT) has confirmed, with a purchase order, that they will paint cross walks at all three gates per the Town’s request.  Contracts for debris removal and monitoring were extended with Phillips & Jordan and Tetra Tech through March.  The Solid Waste Authority (SWA) has issued requests for bids; the bids are due in March.  The Town will sign a mutually cooperative agreement with the SWA once the new bids are in place.  The Clerk reported that she deposited $42,892.20, finally settling Lot #65. 

	During the Public Input session, condition of the Gates was discussed.  Yard and lawn debris was reported being dumped in the median at Live Oak.

Items were added to the Agenda and the time and date of the Town Meeting was announced.  At 5:38pm, Councilman Wylie made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded to enter into Executive Session to discuss legal matters.  The vote was unanimous.

At 6:10pm, Wylie made a motion and Palliser seconded to return to Regular Session; this vote was also unanimous.  No votes were taken during the Executive Session.

With no further business to discuss, the Workshop adjourned at 6:11pm.
