With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for January 16, 2018 – February 26, 2018.  Police activity included 53 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business, and first on the Agenda, was to vote on bid package #2017-03 _ Gate Cameras and award it to A Services Group.  Council will amend the FY 2017-2018 budget to accommodate the project for the fiscal year.  Councilman Wylie made a motion and Leach seconded; the vote was unanimous.

	The second item of Old Business was first reading to amend Ordinance #2014-08_ Enforcement Officer _ Chapter 32 Zoning _ Sec. 32-135 in title only.  The Town Attorney and Chief Lamparter suggested some definition and inclusion changes.  Wylie made a motion and Councilman Buonviri seconded; this vote was also unanimous.  Second reading will take place at the next Town Meeting.

	The next item of Old Business was first reading, in title only, to amend the Fee Schedule for Art. III Sec. 6-46 in the Town Code.  In addition to Town fee changes, Horry County changes will be incorporated into the brochure for Building Application Permits.  The second reading of the ordinance will also take place at the next Town Meeting.

	After adopting Resolution #2018-01  in the February Town Meeting in regards to Town Attorney billing, the last item of Old Business followed; the Council voted to engage a new Town Attorney.    Buonviri made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded; the vote was unanimously approved.    
 
	
	The only item on the New Business Agenda followed.  Wylie made a motion and Leach seconded; the motion to approve an agreement with Coastal Carolina University (CCU) was approved.  This motion approved the Town to join in an agreement with North Myrtle Beach and Horry County to install and maintain a camera to monitor White Point Swash.   In essence, it is an act of goodwill as we also wish to protect refurbishment of the beach. 
				
	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  Councilman Wylie informed Council of the “go” for Goode Fence to repair fencing on the Meher Center and Town line.  Councilman Buonviri updated Council on his search for a Beautification committee and Palliser provided an update on his communication with the City of Myrtle Beach about road repairs; they cut into roads to repair water leaks.  The Clerk provided the final activity report.  In her report, she logged 58 visitors to the Town Office in 18 in-office work days in January.  In addition to building applications, the Clerk spent time updating rosters for publications, drafting bid packages, ordinances, and resolutions.   Ms. Newbold concluded her report with upcoming focus on arranging training, the annual Fire Wise event, and collaboratively updating the Town website and building application brochure.  She updated Council on her MCTI training in Columbia (March 6-9) and vacation time (March 21-26).   
	
	During the Public Input session, the Facebook proposal was revisited and a long, standing sand pile in the yard of a residence  on Cypress was addressed.
 
	The Mayor announced the March Council Workshop and Town Meeting dates.  And, with no further business to discuss, the Meeting adjourned at 5:27pm.
