With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm.  

The Workshop began with opening and review of Bid Package #2017-03 _ Fire Wise/Canopy.  Vereen Tree Service submitted the sole bid for $2,000.00/day.  Council will vote on accepting the bid at the March Town Meeting after verifying equipment and scope of work with Mr. Vereen.

Next on the Agenda, the Mayor and Clerk provided an update on the Paving and Sealing projects; the purchase orders/contracts have been issued to Coastal Asphalt and Carolina Commercial Property Maintenance.   Necessary road repairs are complete in order for the projects to begin.  They will be scheduled once the temperature stays consistent at 70 degrees.   

Chief Lamparter updated Council on the Gate Cameras; the purchase order has been issued to A Services Group and he is awaiting clarification on wording and permission from Santee Cooper for use of electric poles.

Councilman Buonviri has created a beautification committee composed of master gardeners; members are Dave and Dani Buonviri, Nancy Edelman, Judy Ellis, and Ginger Gunter.  This group  will  focus on landscaping issues and transplanting and removing items at the Gates and wing walls.  The committee is also working on necessary technicalities to supply irrigation to the Gates which was budgeted for the current fiscal year.  Councilman Palliser suggested waiting to paint the Gates until Fall and after pollen season and cleaning has occurred. Buonviri also mentioned budgeting for a new roof for the Town Office in the next fiscal year.  

The Mayor requested activity reports next.  He reported on the upcoming meeting with OCRM and the Army Corps of Engineers for the swash.  The consultant for the project is being paid by Horry County.  Concern was cast to view drawings prior to work beginning.  The Clerk reported on the beneficial classes and training she received in Columbia while attending the Municipal Clerk and Treasurers Institute.                       She will continue to provide Council with changes occurring to the Ethics Commission's website and services they will be providing.
