With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for March 19, 2018 - April 16, 2018.  Police activity included 24 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item on the agenda was to continue discussion about banning plastic bags on Briarcliffe Acres Beaches.  A decision was made among Council to disregard adopting an ordinance to ban small bags/baggies on the beach because it may deter proper litter and pet waste collection.

	The second item of Old Business was to vote on proceeding with the current audit company, Scott & Company.   Councilman Leach made a motion and Palliser seconded; this vote was unanimous.  
		
	No New Business was on the Agenda.  
				
	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  He provided a cash flow report and projected figures, much of what will be discussed during the upcoming Budget Workshop (April 26th).  

	Councilman Wylie announced that the canopy work would begin during the week and  suggested an email be disbursed to residents asking for volunteers for Fire Wise.  The Grant the Town received for Wildfire Preparedness ($500.00) will assist with helping those unable to collect debris for Fire Wise collection and to Fire Wise their homes .  Lunch will be provided for the volunteers on Saturday, April 28th.
	
	Councilman Buonviri reported that the Beautification Committee has marked plant life, etc. to be removed with yellow paint.  He is continuing to work with the Town landscapers prior to a bid being drafted to beautify the three Gates.

	Councilman Palliser announced that he renewed the CWSEC contract for two years as was discussed in the prior Workshop.  The Clerk should receive the new contract for records.  He also provided two bids to repair the North Gate Wing wall from the automobile collision.  Council decided to move forward with the repair and to paint all three sections at the North Gate before receiving funding from the Insurance Company accepting the liability.

	Councilman Leach reminded Council of the Budget Workshop on April 26th; he will provide all members of Council, the Clerk, and Chief with a template to amend the current budget and to draft the next fiscal year budget. 
	
	The Clerk provided the final activity report.  In her report, she logged 60 visitors to the Town Office in 14.5 in-office work days in March.  In addition to building applications, the Clerk spent time drafting letters of engagement and purchase orders for the three new bids - the Gate Cameras and Roads paving and sealing.  She also conducted research and provided assistance in drafting ordinances.  White Point Swash was a main focus topic for the past months.  Ms. Newbold's upcoming focus will be on Fire Wise preparation and recording, continuing to update the Town website, and prepping  for vacant lot clearing and pet registration.  
	
	No Public Input was shared during the session.  The Mayor thanked the MASC representative, Bill Taylor, for attending the Meeting.
 
	Mayor Huffman announced the April Budget Workshop and May Workshop and Meeting dates.  And, with no further business to discuss, the Meeting adjourned at 4:40pm.
