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The Town Council held a Council Workshop on Monday, May 14, 2018 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm.  

The Workshop began with a short discussion about the amended budget for Fiscal Year 2017-2018 and the new Fiscal Year budget for 2018-2019.  As the final bills of the year arrive and the final receipts are disbursed among municipalities, Council will conduct first reading of the ordinances in title only at the May 21st Town Meeting.  

Next on the Agenda, the speed limit and new signs and monitoring were discussed by Chief Lamparter.  The issue was first addressed during the Budget Workshop.  The Chief will be purchasing a mobile radar monitor for the Town.  Two specific areas of concern are North Gate near Beach Drive and Cabana Road.  

Councilmen Buonviri and Palliser next updated Council on power line burial by Santee Cooper.  It was suggested to review the marketing material used in the Pawley’s Island endeavor to gauge the support possible for this kind of undertaking.  Pawley’s received 100% participation and payment from its constituents.

The Clerk requested Council provide her with specific questions or concerns to relay during the risk management seminar; the Insurance Reserve Fund will be conducting the seminar.  The Chief suggested checking on how cost effective it will be to insure the Gate Cameras, once operational.

The Mayor requested activity reports next.  In Councilman Wylie’s absence, Mayor Huffman and the Clerk reported on Fire Wise.  As recorded in the Town email sent prior to the meeting, 50% more debris was collected during this year’s event.  The canopy and debris removal required 10.5 days.  The Mayor reported on the timeline for the paving and sealing project; weather permitting, paving should begin around May 21st and sealing on June 1st.  Chief Lamparter provided some insight into the discussion.  He asked that the vendors send the schedule for work prior so that he can send an email informing residents of road closures during the process.  The goal for public notice was set for a week; this time would enable everyone to plan ahead and to prepare/adjust their sprinkler systems accordingly.                                                                                               For the purpose of public safety, a resolution will be drafted and adopted to place four stop signs and a cross walk at the intersection to the cabana.  No significant changes have occurred with the Swash; the time line is still dated according to the turtle nesting season.  The Chief informed Council that ASG has installed some hardware for the Gate Cameras and now Santee Cooper needs to install a pole and power source.  Palliser reported on the progress of the property damage claim for the Wing Wall at North Gate.  He and the Clerk are working collaboratively with bidders and insurance companies.  Buonviri provided an update about irrigation needs and plantings at the three Gate entrances.  Landscaping has been allotted some extra time for the beautification project.  Ms. Newbold provided the timeline and any individual progress made on vacant lots.  Two of the vacant lot owners chose to schedule their lot clearing prior to Fire Wise to allow the Town credit for the contractor compensation.

Items were added to the Agenda and the time and date of the next Meeting was announced.  

With no further business to discuss, the Workshop adjourned at 5:08pm.
