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The Town Council held a Council Workshop on Monday, June 11, 2018 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm.  

The Workshop began with a short discussion about the amended budget for Fiscal Year 2017-2018 and the new Fiscal Year budget for 2018-2019.  As the final bills of the year arrive and the final receipts are disbursed among municipalities, Council will conduct second readings of the ordinances at  the  June 18th Town Meeting.  Councilman Leach discussed some proposed banking changes  for two accounts.  Council will also vote on these changes at the next meeting

Opening of roof bids for the Town Office followed.   No bids were received, and therefore, Council agreed to contact viable vendors to submit bids during the week.  June 18th will remain  the deadline for approval by Council.  

Next, Council reviewed information previously distributed about the Horry County Emergency Management vendors for debris removal and monitoring services.  The Solid Waste Authority (SWA) fully vetted companies through a bid analysis.  Mayor Huffman and Councilman Buonviri attended the meeting where the selections were revealed and they provided recommendations on the Town's options.  Council will vote on a debris removal company and monitoring company at the June 18th meeting.   

The Mayor requested activity reports next.   He and Chief Lamparter reported on the procedure and essentials for informing residents for the paving and sealing project.  The Chief informed Council that all hardware is installed for the Gate Cameras.  ASG and Santee Cooper are discussing connection of photo cell taps.   The system will consist of 16 cameras  when complete.  											                             
Chief  Lamparter also reported on the speed limit signs/monitoring and reflectors to be placed on the roadways.  Councilman Palliser informed Council that he contacted the contractor to complete the work from the property damage claim on the North Gate wing wall.   He complemented the Clerk on her claim work; she reported receiving the insurance check.  The contractor will be painting all three parts of the North Gate.  Buonviri provided an update about irrigation needs and plantings at the three Gate entrances.   Ms. Newbold reported on the progression of the vacant lot clearing and pet registration procedure and changes.  A discussion followed  about the Town no longer accepting any cash for payment; it has become a hassle for deposits.   Safety of the clerk handling cash in the office was also a factor.  Palliser and the Clerk are going to research and work on implementing a system for the Town to accept  credit card payments.   

	No Public Input was shared during the session. 

The Mayor announced the date of the next Meeting.  At 4:38pm,  Buonviri made a motion and Palliser seconded to enter Executive Session to discuss legal matters.  The vote was unanimous.  

Palliser made a motion and Buonviri seconded to return to session at 4:57pm.  This vote was also unanimous.  No votes were taken and no decisions were made, and with no further business to discuss, the Workshop adjourned at 4:58pm.
