With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for May 21, 2018 - June 18, 2018.  Police activity included 40 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item on the agenda was second reading of Ordinance #2018-04_ An ordinance to amend #2017-03 fiscal year budget for 2017 - 2018.  Councilman Buonviri made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded; the motion passed unanimously. 

	The second item of Old Business was second reading of Ordinance #2018-05 _ To establish the budget for fiscal year 2018-2019.  Buonviri made a motion and Palliser seconded; this motion also passed unanimously.
		
	Next, on the Old Business Agenda, roof bids for the Town Office were discussed.  The Town received two bids during the week; John Iles provided the low bid of $8,900.00.  Councilman Leach made a motion and Buonviri seconded; the bid was unanimous.

	Emergency Management Service selections were next on the Agenda.  Leach made a motion and Palliser seconded to engage Phillips & Jordan for debris removal.  The vote was unanimous.  Palliser made a motion and Buonviri seconded to contract Soundside for monitoring services; this vote was also unanimous.  

	On the New Business Agenda, the Clerk announced the date and invitation for the Municipal Association Regional Advocacy Meeting.  Anyone planning to attend must register on the website. 
				
	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  Buonviri discussed reminding the landscaping company to clear debris from the drains on a weekly basis, especially to help alleviate the standing water at the North Gate entrance.                                                                                                            The Gate entrances will be covered with pine straw once all unnecessary plants are removed and until irrigation is installed.  Palliser reported that the repairs and painting to North Gate are complete and that he has contacted Coastal Pond Solutions to treat and stock the lakes.  Leach made a motion and Buonviri seconded to transfer the Police Car Fund and the Road Fund into the General Funds with Wells Fargo.  The vote was unanimous.  
	
	The Clerk provided her report next.  In her report, she logged 76 visitors to the Town Office in 19 in-office work days in May.  In addition to building applications, the Clerk spent time on reconciling paperwork and invoices for Fire Wise grant reimbursement.  Budget preparation and vacant lot correspondence and deadlines were the main focus of the month.    The Clerk’s focus in the upcoming month will be on updating the Town directory, vacant lot clearing, invoicing, and reconciliation, pet registration, and the road projects. 

	No Public Input was shared during the session.  

	At 4:50pm, the Mayor made a motion and Palliser seconded to enter into Executive Session to discuss legal matters; the vote was unanimous.

	At 4:55 pm, Leach made a motion and Palliser seconded to return from Executive Session; no votes were taken or decisions made.  The motion was also unanimous.
