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	The Town Council held a Town Meeting on Monday, August 20, 2018 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina 29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for June 18, 2018 – August 20, 2018.  Police activity included 82 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item of old business was an update on the road sealing and paving project.  Mayor Huffman reported that 57% of all roads were resurfaced or sealed in July; final curbing and painting on Town office driveway remain.  Residents have been made aware of new, striped, four-way stop signs at Beach and Cabana with temporary flags.  Privately contracted driveways will be completed following finalities of the Town contracted work. 

	Next, on the Old Business Agenda, Chief Lamparter provided an update on the Gate Cameras.  A Services Group is finalizing details on the installed cameras and are fine-tuning adjustments and positioning.   The Chief informed Council that the Town will also be reimbursed for the tax that was previously unpaid by the grant for the body worn cameras.

	New Business followed, the first item of three was Resolution #2018-03_ a resolution for the Town to adopt and approve the three-year Solid Waste Management Plan (SWMP).  After explanation and discussion, Councilman Wylie made a motion and Buonviri seconded to adopt the plan; the vote was unanimous.

	The next item for discussion and adoption was Resolution #2018-04 _ to authorize the Municipal Association of South Carolina to act as claimant agent for the Town for the collection of debt.  Councilman Leach made a motion and Palliser seconded to adopt the resolution; this vote was also unanimous.

	The last item on the new business list was first reading of Ordinance #2018-06 _ relating to the recovery of collection costs as part of delinquent debts collected pursuant to the Setoff Debt Collection Act.  Councilman Leach made a motion and Wylie seconded; the vote was unanimous to adopt the ordinance.
				
	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  Buonviri discussed a bit on the irrigation to be installed at the Gates and that he is waiting for Myrtle Beach to install the meters at Middle Gate and South Gate, and then other necessary work and bids may proceed.  Mayor Huffman reported a few road repairs needed and asked that they be completed in September or October.  Palliser announced that the Lakes have been treated and stocked. 
	
	The Clerk provided her report next.  In her report, she logged 80 visitors to the Town Office in 20 in-office work days in July.  In addition to building applications, the Clerk spent time finalizing the vacant lot clearing invoices; only one lot remains non-compliant.  Significant changes were made in the clearing process to assist adjacent lot and home owners in safety matters and to control pests, vermin, coyotes, and trespassers.  In addition, Ms. Newbold actively participated in coordination and communication of the road sealing and pavement project.   She attended the SWA hurricane preparedness meeting and met with Emergency Management personnel.  Upcoming focus will be completing mandated reports for DHEC, preparing for the fiscal year audit, and hurricane preparedness.  She also announced the meeting date for the newly formed Water Quality Testing Committee.

	No Public Input was shared during the session.  

	Mayor Huffman announced the September Workshop and Meeting dates.  

	At 5:05pm, Leach made a motion and Palliser seconded to enter into Executive Session to discuss legal matters.  The vote was unanimous.

	At 5:17pm, Palliser made a motion and Leach seconded to return from Executive Session; no votes were taken or decisions made.  The motion was also unanimous.

	And, with no further business to discuss, the Meeting adjourned at 5:18pm.
