With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Special Emergency Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  

The Special Emergency Meeting was held to make remedial plans due to Hurricane Florence.  The slow moving hurricane made landfall and passed through the Town Thursday, September 13th and Friday, September 14th.  The Town Meeting scheduled for this day was postponed until further notice.
 
	Mayor Huffman estimated the damages to the Town to be approximately five – ten percent of that suffered from Hurricane Matthew in 2016.  He reported that Vereen Tree Service, the contractor retained by preposition contract, cleared roads in the Town with a first push.  They worked Saturday through Monday, and included trees downed by a mini cyclone that occurred Sunday evening and the Town Hall parking lot and grounds. 

	The necessity for the contracted,  FEMA- approved debris removal and monitoring would be assessed and discussed following the meeting.  The Town holds contracts with Phillips & Jordan and Soundside Consulting.  However, for the immediate time, it was determined that residents could place debris in medians if necessary and that no bagging would be required.

	The Clerk gathered information to send an informational Town email out on Tuesday; those without email would receive a memo in their news box.  Mayor Huffman and the Clerk would also request public assistance (RPA) from the State the within the next day or so.
	
	During the Public Input session, residents from Cypress Lane discussed flooding and the lack of drainage on lots 69 – 71.  The Mayor and Councilman Palliser were going to inspect the area following the meeting.  Also during Public Input,  residents expressed appreciation for the communication they received through the hurricane . 




With no further business to discuss, the Special Emergency Meeting adjourned at 4:22pm.
