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	The Town Council held a Town Meeting on Monday, October 15, 2018 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina 29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:07pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for August 20, 2018 – October 15, 2018.  Police activity included 94 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item on the Agenda was an update on the first pass and damage and recovery efforts from Hurricane Florence.  Phillips & Jordan recorded 3,661 cubic yards of debris on the first pass (35 loads); the first pass progressed smoothly with a bit more cubic yardage than thought prior.  C & H is charged with median clean-up for the November 1 deadline.  The Clerk was advised to send a memo to Town residents with information and dates for the second and final pass to begin on November 1st.  

 	Discussion about the remediation activity and plan for the swash followed.  Horry County has discussed and decided that they can complete the project less expensively using their own equipment.  Prior plans were for North Myrtle Beach to transport the sand using their equipment.  However, by Horry County completing the project, the date will be delayed.  They will need to complete Singleton Swash first.

New Business followed; Chief Lamparter provided after-action storm/hurricane security recommendations.  He suggested that we re-visit Section 2 of our ordinance declaring a state of emergency and its consequences.  The Chief researched and provided other local, city ordinances for comparison, including direction for evacuation orders.  A consensus has been reached about temporarily gating the entrances at North Gate and South Gate during emergencies using portable, interlocking gates.  The Chief will explore options for the gates and the ordinance amendment will be visited at a later date.  

Chief Lamparter discussed readdressing the drainage issue at 46, 47, 49, and 50 Bayberry and would like to invite these residents to a Workshop to further detail a plan.  This particular issue has become a drain on Town resources during storm events.  He also discussed the 10-33 program and equipment budgeting.
						
	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  Buonviri reported that he has requested a written quote for the verbal quote that he received on the Gates irrigation.

	The Clerk provided her report next.  In her report, she logged 73visitors to the Town Office in 16 in-office work days in September.  In addition to building applications, the Clerk spent time preparing for the hurricane, communicating, and remedial planning for Emergency Management.   She also drafted and published the yearly Newsletter.  Her efforts in the next month(s) will be focused on the  2017 – 2018 Fiscal Year Audit, FEMA filing, Water Quality Testing,  2019  election preparation, hosting the League of Cities Meeting, and Fire Wise.

	During the Public Input session, the problem with Coyotes was discussed.  Chief Lamparter will conduct a non-binding survey among residents to venture in which way the Town may lawfully proceed.  DNR has deemed coyotes a nuisance.

	Items were added to the next agenda and Mayor Huffman announced the November Workshop and Meeting dates.  

	At 5:08pm, Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Leach seconded to enter into Executive Session to discuss legal matters.  The vote was unanimous.

	At 5:20pm, Buonviri made a motion and Leach seconded to return from Executive Session; no votes were taken or decisions made.  The motion was also unanimous.

	And, with no further business to discuss, the Meeting adjourned at 5:22pm.
