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The Town Council held a Council Workshop on Monday, January 14, 2019 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm.  

The Workshop began with discussions; the first was addressing the progress on the Gates Irrigation and change to the job scope.  No bids were received for the project which included boring of the roads.  Mayor Huffman received a quote for the road bore separately.  A Purchase Order has been sent for a signature to fully execute.  Councilman Buonviri reported that he will seek more quotes for the Gates Irrigation Project after the road bores are complete.  In addition, he is waiting for the majority of leaves to fall before the gutters and gutter guards are installed on the Town Hall.

Next, Mayor Huffman provided final numbers for Hurricane Florence invoicing.  The Town has spent $85,000.00 and is expecting 75% reimbursement.  The Mayor reported on the roads sealing project (35,000 square yards) to take place in early spring and on a change in the bid structure for Fire Wise.  The new bid structure should save on time required and expenditures; it will also include the canopy and right-of-ways.  Two different contractors may receive the project(s).  The Clerk was advised to send an informational waste and recycling procedure memo to remind residents, and to inform those new to the Town.  Sec. 32-61 of the Town Code was reviewed for discrepancies; no further discussion or action will be taken.

Councilman Palliser responded to a resident inquiry he received about golf carts at night.  He consulted with Chief Lamparter on the law prior to the meeting.  The information was shared during the meeting and he will share it with the residents. 

Chief Lamparter reconvened the discussion on coyotes which was tabled in November.  He provided information from the Department of Natural Resources (DNR); the specifications are void in the Town since no firearms are allowed to be discharged within the Town limits.

The Chief also reported on and recommended instituting requirements when a State of Emergency is declared in the Town.  He suggests passing a new ordinance under the Criminal Section of the Code.  He asked Council to review information he disbursed and to provide feedback at the next Workshop.
 
The Mayor requested activity reports; first discussed was flooding issues at the corner of Bayberry and Middle Gate.  A contractor has provided a quote for a gravity feed; Council will vote for the project, contingent upon affected residents sharing the expense with the Town.  The Mayor is going to have C & H Lawn Care clear the drainage ditch as best possible and ask the County for some assistance since it is a storm water issue.      

	During the Public Input session, a resident questioned the Town's ability to enforce issues with poorly kept yards and dilapidated homes.  Public concerns are for the effects on the  adjacent property values and for aesthetics.  Chief Lamparter explained the Town's stance on the law and upholding the ordinances according to public safety standards.

Chief  Lamparter requested that the Council consider passing a proclamation recognizing the Horry County Detective that has helped pass legislation on Pawn Shops that aids local police in recovery of stolen items.  Council agreed; it will be adopted at the January Town Meeting.

The Mayor announced the date of the next Meeting.  And, with no further business to discuss, the Workshop adjourned at 5:05pm.
