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	The Town Council held a Town Meeting on Tuesday, January 22, 2019  at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina 29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for November 19, 2018 – January 22, 2019.  Police activity included 60 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item on the Agenda was a vote to approve the contract for Dirt Works to complete the gravity feed storm water removal on Bayberry Lane with the stipulation of cost-sharing by the affected Bayberry and Birch residents.  The Town will encounter no more than $4,800.00 in cost.  The remainder will be shared among affected residents.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded to approve the project with the stipulation; the vote was unanimous.    

	Next, a discussion took place about the remedial measures required for the drainage ditch between Bayberry and Birch.  A letter was previously sent to affected and adjacent residents along the ditch informing them about future expectations for work to be completed by the Town.  The letter also instructed them to not start work projects in the ditch.

	New Business followed with Chief Lamparter’s  presentation of  the Proclamation for Horry County Senior Detective, John Lewis as Briarcliffe Acres’ Detective of the Year and vote.  In 2018, Detective Lewis helped Briarcliffe Acres locate more than $30,000.00  in stolen property.  He also engaged in efforts to reform the pawnshop law to make pawn records electronically accessible to law enforcement to aid in locating stolen property.  Councilman Wylie made a motion and Councilman Leach seconded to approve; this vote was also unanimous.  

	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  

The Clerk advised Council that she has been in contact with the Waccamaw Regional Council of Governments (WRCOG) to discuss training, both orientation and continued learning, for members of the Planning Commission and the Board of Zoning Appeals.  A joint meeting is being set for both commissions to meet in February and tentative training dates have been set for Georgetown.  She also gave an analysis of the status of reimbursement from FEMA.  FEMA has all necessary paperwork and they (FEMA) are awaiting feedback from the grants portal and from the State. 

	Councilman  Palliser  discussed the decision to move forward with widening the cul-de-sac on Birch Lane this year instead of next.  The waste and recycling trucks are destroying the medians without the proper travel surface.

	Mayor Huffman provided an update and discussed the local governments’ positions with SODA and the seismic air gun blasting.
	
	Public Input followed.  Residents of Bayberry Lane thoroughly and at length discussed the ongoing drainage ditch, standing water, median, and catch basin issues.  The Council agreed to view the sites discussed and to respond to the resident’s concerns.
		
	Mayor Huffman announced the February dates for the Council Workshop and Town Meeting.
