With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:03pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for January 22, 2019 - February 19, 2019.  Police activity included 25 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item on the Agenda was a joint, idea-sharing discussion with Council, the Planning Commission, and other interested individuals on planning ideas, Town needs, and a resident survey including some figures as the 2020 Comprehensive Plan approaches.  During the open forum, ideas that surfaced included underground utilities, street lighting, fireworks, and items to include and format for a resident survey.   The Clerk provided some information and resources available through the Waccamaw Regional Council of Governments (WRCOG) that may aid the commission.  The Planning Commission will keep Council informed on their progress.   

	Next, Bid #2019.01 was awarded to Carolina Commercial Property Maintenance, LLC for seal coating.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Wylie seconded; the vote was unanimous.

	Chief Lamparter  presented the first reading of Ordinance #2019.01 _ Requirements and procedure during State of Emergency.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Wylie seconded, Councilman Leach abstained; the motion passed with a majority vote, however, more discussion will follow prior to the second reading.

	No New Business was on the Agenda.

	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  Councilman Wylie advised that all paperwork and dates are set for Fire Wise on April 29th .  Councilman Buonviri reported on miscellaneous landscaping items and that he was moving forward with contacts for the Gates irrigation.  
Councilman Palliser is preparing the statement for the Annual Report for the Coastal Waccamaw Stormwater Education Consortium (CWSEC).  Councilman Leach advised Council to begin thinking about the new budget and that we would begin discussions in April and that he would contact the County to verify sewer tax payments were made.  Mayor Huffman announced that he has been in contact with the County about the Swash and the redirection is still set for March.  He also stated that residents at 53 Bayberry want to install a catch basin behind their property to aid in the drainage issue, the cul-de-sac widening on Birch is complete, and a pot hole on Middle Gate is in need of repair.  The Clerk reported $750.00 in building permit applications for January.  Upcoming events included in her report were Water Quality Testing dates, an Election Commission Meeting on March 7th, and  training with GovPayNet for credit card payments would take place on Friday.  The Town continues to wait for FEMA and State approval in the portal system for reimbursement. Chief Lamparter announced that he is considering holding small-group, computer sessions to teach residents how to keep felons out of their households using the HorryCounty.org website.
