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The Town Council held a Council Workshop on Monday, March 11, 2019 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm.  

The Workshop began with Mayor Huffman providing for signature a proposed informal agreement with participating residents for the Bayberry/Birch gravity-feed storm water removal project.  An additional resident was added to the list and one removed.  Several residents involved in the project were present to provide their signature and approval.  The Mayor will provide a drafted easement to the Town Attorney and wait for advisement.  Once the agreement is signed by all and the easement is finalized, the project may begin. 

Next, bid packages for #2019.02 Phase I and Phase II _ Canopy/Right of Ways and Fire Wise were opened and reviewed.  Parkman Tree Service and Vereen Tree Service  were the low bidders respectively.  Bids will be awarded at next week's Town Meeting after consulting with the vendors. 

Mayor Huffman reported that the 811 marking is scheduled so that the road boring can take place for the Gates irrigation system to be installed .

The Clerk covered several topics including credit card payments, Planning and Zoning orientation, the 2019 Election and Commission Meeting, Water Quality Testing, and the Fire Wise timeline.  During this discussion Council proposed that they receive a quarterly update from the Planning Commission as they begin their work on the 2020 Comprehensive Plan.

Chief Lamparter reviewed penalties for violating a declared, State of Emergency and will continue preparation of the State of Emergency Ordinance.  The second reading of Ordinance #2019.01 was postponed until the April Meeting so that a council member, who abstained from the vote, can discuss his concerns with the Chief.  The Chief would like to have 100% support.



The Mayor requested activity reports; Councilman Palliser asked for any significant elements to add to the Annual Stormwater Education Consortium report.  The Mayor is still awaiting more information on the Swash project.  The Clerk reported that she has duplicated all information sent to FEMA; the portal process has been difficult.  A Budget Workshop was scheduled for Wednesday, April 24th at 11:15am.  Leach asked the Chief and Clerk for suggestions for project items for the upcoming fiscal year.  They discussed the technology updates that need to be made and expansion of the camera system was also discussed.

	No Public Input was shared during the session.  

The Mayor announced the dates of the next Meetings.  At 5:25pm Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Wylie seconded to enter Executive Session to discuss legal matters.  The vote was unanimous.

At 5:34pm, Wylie made a motion and Mayor Huffman seconded to return to regular session.  With no decisions made or votes taken, and, with no further business to discuss, the Workshop adjourned at 5:35pm.
