With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for February 19, 2019 - March 18, 2019.  Police activity included 30 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item on the Agenda was Bid #2019.02 approval.  Phase 1 of the bid was for the Canopy; the bid was awarded to Parkman Tree Service.  Phase 2 of the bid for Fire Wise Debris Collection was awarded to Vereen Tree Service.  Councilman Wylie made a motion and Councilman Leach seconded to award the bids; the votes were unanimous.  

	Next, Mayor Huffman and Councilman Buonviri provided an update on the Gates irrigation.  The boring is complete and a new water meter is to be installed at North Gate.  Once the meter is installed, all is in place, ready for the next phase, landscaping.

	The Mayor informed Council that he has received all resident signatures required for the Bayberry/Birch gravity feed project.  They will share the resident cost of $7,840.00.  The draft of the easement has been sent to the Town Attorney for advisement.    

	After speaking with Horry County Public Works, the Mayor advised Council and residents that the work on the Swash should take place in mid-April.  The County is waiting as long as possible to complete the work so that the beach is ready for tourist season , but not to disturb turtle season which begins May 1.

	No New Business was on the Agenda.

	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  The Bid Package for landscaping the three Gates and entrances will be drafted by Councilman Buonviri and the Clerk with a not-to-exceed price.  
	  
	Councilman Palliser was asked to check about treating and stocking the Lakes earlier; the pollen and algae are extreme and are affecting the water quality testing numbers.

	Councilman Leach asked for long-term project ideas for the Budget Workshop.

	Chief Lamparter advised that the easements for Santee Cooper are NOT open to the public; he has asked the Association to consider closing their unmaintained pathways for legal reasons.  The Chief suggested strategically posting "No Trespassing" by stenciling to avoid signs, vandalism, and/or theft.  He agreed to  address the Briarcliffe Acres Association at the next Board Meeting regarding the issue.  A short discussion, continued from the Workshop, on additional cameras within the Town limits and their requirements; it will be addressed again during the Budget Workshop.
 
	  The Clerk reported that she resent all documentation to FEMA for the debris removal and administrative expense of the claim.  Through transition of FEMA representatives, documents are missing or have been misplaced.   She found it easier to send all information again.
	
	No Public Input was shared during the session.
