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	The Town Council held a Town Meeting on Monday, April 15, 2019 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina 29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for March 18, 2019 – April 15, 2019.  Police activity included 27 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item on the Agenda was Bid #2019.03 (Gates Landscaping) discussion and award.  Councilman Buonviri discussed the Beautification Committee’s research and decision; Buonviri made a motion and Councilman Leach seconded to award the bid to Waccamaw Landscaping.  The vote was unanimous.  

	Next, with no further discussion on the topic, Council conducted second reading of Ordinance #2019.01 (ordinance to define requirements and procedure during a State of Emergency), adopting the ordinance.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded; the vote was unanimous.

	The Clerk reported that the Town received $66,813.65 reimbursement from South Carolina Emergency Management for Hurricane Florence; a minute amount ($1,600.00) is obligated and expected later for Administrative Costs for the Clerk incurred by the Town during the hurricane and after.
  
	The Mayor informed Council that the Town Attorney filed the easement for the Bayberry/Birch gravity feed project.  With the legalities complete, the project may proceed.  

	The work on White Point Swash is still scheduled to be complete prior to May 1.  There have been no new updates or communications from Horry County or their consultant.

	A couple of addresses were mentioned as special project candidates for assistance with Fire Wise.  However, the Clerk informed Council that completed forms have already been submitted for the same addresses. 
	
	New Business followed.  In the near future, the Water Quality Testing Committee will be providing a report to Council on its findings.  For now, they are providing the data to the Clerk and she is submitting it onto a shared, Google Drive site.  Eventually, the data will be available to the public on the Town website.

	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  Councilman Buonviri reported that the City of Myrtle Beach has been present to locate the lines for the Gates Irrigation.   He and Councilman Palliser have conferenced on the Gates painting with hopes to have the painting complete prior to the landscaping.  Buonviri also mentioned that he has received a call to meet and tour the Town with a prospective Landscape Maintenance Company for the upcoming Landscape Maintenance contract.  He also advised Council of discussion with current company about items on the existing contract that require more attention.  
  
	Councilman Palliser has requested treatment for the Lakes and the testing committee has also requested the MSDS sheets for the chemicals and appropriate planting materials for Lake banks.

	Councilman Leach reminded Council of the upcoming Budget Workshop and congratulated the Clerk on acquiring the reimbursement funds from FEMA on a timely basis.

	The Clerk reported that she will be meeting with FEMA for the RPM transition later during the week.  Ms. Newbold also met with Scott Slapnik from Scott & Company auditing; the Town was advised to expect a two – three percent increase for the yearly audit.  She has received the letter and there is no increase for the upcoming audit.  The Town has received the first bill from the Town attorney; the details will be discussed in Executive Session.  In the upcoming weeks, she will be pursuing vacant lots, pet registration, the directory, and meetings and preparations with the Planning  and Election Commissions.

	The irrigation system at the Town Hall has a leak that has been difficult to detect; the work is not complete yet.  It has proven to be a bit more time consuming than first assumed.

	Chief  Lamparter mentioned the almost invisible line separating outgoing traffic lanes at the Middle Gate light.  Discussions occurred about removing the line once paving is complete.  Essentially, one single file line of exiting traffic would exist.
	
	No Public Input was shared during the session.  
		
	Mayor Huffman announced the dates for the next Meetings and Workshops; and at 4:50pm, made a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss Legal Matters.  Palliser seconded; the vote was unanimous.  At 4:59 pm, Mayor Huffman made a motion and Buonviri seconded to return to regular session.  This vote was also unanimous.  And with no further business to discuss, the Meeting adjourned at 5:00pm.
