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The Town Council held a Council Workshop on Monday, April 8, 2019 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm.  


The Workshop began with opening and review of Bid Package #2019.03_ Gates Landscaping.  Three bids were opened ranging with the low bid at $8,500.00 and the highest at $11,532.00.  The bids will be vetted by the Beautification Committee, they will provide a report to Council, and then,  the bid will be awarded at the next Town Meeting.  

Next, Councilman Buonviri announced that the Town Landscape Maintenance bid package (#2019.04) will be advertised on April 9, 2019.  The bids will be due by May 9th at 12pm.  The Clerk acknowledged that several referrals/references had already been made.

Mayor Huffman discussed several topics; first was the Bayberry/Birch gravity feed project.  He updated Council on Dirt Works’ plans to begin work the last week of April.  Next, he asked Council to provide suggestions for candidates who may require some assistance with Fire Wise, just as was done last year.  The first quarterly update of the Planning Commission’s progress on the Comprehensive Plan was scheduled for the May 14th Workshop.  The Clerk will advise the Commission of the timeline at the next Planning Meeting.

Next, Storm Water was covered.  A quarterly review and report of hotspots was discussed by Mayor Huffman and the findings were reported.  The review and plan is to aid in successfully fulfilling the Town’s part of proactive maintenance.  Councilman Palliser discussed the Lakes treatment and the extra funds required this season for treatments due to significant algae growth.  Extra chemicals will be required for treatment in North Lake and he asked that the Clerk advise residents bordering the Lake prior.  Also, he reported that Long’s Painting has agreed to paint the Gates for $1,800.00.

Chief Lamparter reviewed Ordinance #2019.01 _ Requirements and procedure during State of Emergency and asked for any further input before the second reading. 

The Mayor requested activity reports; the Clerk reported that the debris collection from Hurricane Florence is in the obligation phase with FEMA as seen on the portal system.  She also advised that in previous claims, Chief Lamparter’s time and expenses were not able to be included, but for this claim, they will be.

	No Public Input was shared during the session.  

The Mayor announced the date of the next Meetings.  At 4:50pm, Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Wylie seconded to enter Executive Session to discuss employee matters.  The vote was unanimous.
