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	The Town Council held a Council Workshop on Monday, July 8, 2019 at 4:00pm in the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina 29572.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm.  
		
	A follow-up discussion on Lakes Treatment Options proceeded.  Councilman Palliser revisited the different pond maintenance plans and services shared by Coastal Pond Solutions.  All agree that there is value in the treatments, and at this time, are not ordering a maintenance contract.  However, recommendations were made to reach out to Coastal Carolina for advice and education, and in the off-season, clean-up of the Lakes will be addressed.  

	Next, donation options for the Horry County Safe Home were discussed.  South Carolina ranks sixth in the nation for number of women killed by men; Horry County ranks #1 for men killing women in our state.  Horry and Georgetown Counties responded to 7,000 domestic violence calls in 2016-2018, yet Horry County has no domestic violence shelter.  Council agreed to vote on and proceed with a donation to the Family Justice Center of Georgetown and Horry Counties at next week's Town Meeting.    
		
	Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk followed.  Councilman Wylie and Mayor Huffman are going to be surveying the Town for dead trees and checking the Town Right of Ways.  Santee Cooper is continuing their trimming of growth on the electric lines in the easements.  Councilman Buonviri reported on the new Landscape Maintenance contract and his communication with Mack Vereen.   He also informed all that the lighting company and landscaping company alternated Gates while installing lights and base landscaping; the Beautification Committee will be choosing ornamentals next.  

	The Clerk reported that the Fire Wise Grant money ($10,000.00) was received prior to fiscal year-end and that all resident funds are paid on the Bayberry/Birch drainage project.  She completed and disbursed the Town Directories and is still awaiting response from some vacant lot owners.  In the upcoming weeks, she will be re-designing the pet registration process and forms and meeting with the Planning and Election Commissions.  

	Mayor Huffman shot grade and met with the residents at 53 Bayberry and with Dirt Works; the drainage issue from the lot to the drainage ditch will be resolved and holes dug too deeply in the ditch will be filled appropriately.  The Clerk was asked to invoice the trucking company who damaged the North Gate wing wall for repairs.  Different arrangements are being made with Preferred Sources for the annual servicing and maintenance of the Cabana Road storm drain system; this alleviates use of boom truck on the residential, landscaped yard.  Road repairs will take place, and in addition, three cul-de-sacs will be rebuilt.

	During the Public Input session, it was reported that witnesses saw two resident's landscapers dumping into the median on Dogwood.  Chief Lamparter will address the issue with the appropriate persons.  The Chief will also request ASG to send the final invoice for the remaining 20% on the Gates Camera System.  Search for the budgeted, new Police Cruiser will begin.  Horry County has placed mosquito traps for testing in strategic areas within the Town limits.  They reported that there is a highly aggressive species of mosquito present which will bite repeatedly, and is more likely to carry disease.  The County will follow up with reports after analysis.  Thus far, they have not found disease.  Interfering with the mosquito spraying is highly discouraged; no beekeepers are present within the Town limits. 
	
	The next Meeting dates were announced, and with no further business to discuss, the Workshop adjourned at 5:04pm.
