With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for June 18, 2019 - July 15, 2019.  Police activity included 45 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; first was approval and vote to donate $1,000.00 to the Horry County Safe Home.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded; the vote was unanimous.  In addition, to reference the Town's donation, a letter will be sent to Town residents informing them of  proposed construction of the domestic violence shelter for women and children in Horry County.  The letter will also provide them with information so that they may donate on an individual basis. 

	Next, Councilman Buonviri reported on the Gates landscaping.  The project is complete, with light cells working.  Council discussed adding electricity at the corner park of North Gate and Cabana; this will enable cycling irrigation and transfer of surplus plants that require water.
 
	 New Business followed.  The Municipal Election was the only item of New Business on the Agenda.  Candidate filing begins at 9am on August 8, 2019 and ends at 12pm on August 22, 2019 for the November 5th General Election.  This election, the seat of Mayor and two Councilpersons will be up for re-election or election.  As this will be the first year to hold the election in the Town Hall, some planning was discussed in conjunction with Chief Lamparter for entry, exit, and ADA compliance.
	
	Next, the Mayor requested Activity Reports from Council and the Clerk.  Tree trimming and pruning was discussed at length.  Much of the canopy was missed during the spring trimming and the survey for more dead or diseased trees will resume.  
Once located, and the list is compiled, Vereen Tree Service will complete necessary work.  The Mayor reported that road repairs are marked and the repairs should be complete very soon, weather permitting.  The quarterly storm drain checks are due and the Lakes clean-up will be addressed as needed.  

	The Clerk reported that she and Charlie Barrineau, the MASC field representative, have communicated about the new, tax assessments and millage rollback.  He has agreed to assist with the required millage rollback.  Due to the new assessments, the Town will amend the Fiscal Year Budget Ordinance to reflect the new millage rate once it is determined.  She is also continuing to work with the Planning Commission on the resident surveys for the 2020 Comprehensive Plan, and with the Election Commission on the upcoming, Municipal Election.  Vacant lot maintenance and  pet registration continue.

	During the Public Input session, Chief Lamparter entertained questions about golf carts and differences in regulations for public and private roads.
